Beresford City Council

May 16, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, May 16, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Teresa Kaltenbach and Art Schott.  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None. 

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Doeden, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Mayor Fedderson corrected the May 2, 2011 minutes under Finance & Utilities Committee to read Schott, Dahlin and Lambert. Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on May 2, 2011 second by Dahlin, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

Community Outreach for Youth and Family (COYF): Amy Schaap, representing COYF updated the Council on upcoming events. June 9 there will be a Willet concert in the City Park at 7 p.m., no charge to attend. June 11 will be the Paint SD project; they are in need of volunteers or donation of supplies. July 24-29, 2011 will be the Community VBS facilitated by area churches 9am – 12:30pm in the City Park, no charge to attend. Council thanked Amy and the COYF group for everything they are doing.  
At 7:45 pm City Attorney Frieberg joined the meeting. 

Old Business

Building Inspector Job Description:  Zeimetz distributed a spreadsheet to the Council showing compensation examples for the Building Inspector position. Mr. Fillingsness has not been compensated for anything yet. Council discussed at length the compensation. Erickson made a motion to set the Building Inspector compensation at a monthly compensation of $240.00, 35% of the commercial building permit fee, and $25.00 for each residential inspection, to be effective April 1, 2011. Lambert seconded the motion. Lambert made a motion to amend Erickson’s motion to include $10.00 per residential building permit issued. Erickson seconded the motion to amend. The Lambert motion to amend passed unanimously. The Mayor called for a roll vote on the Erickson motion as amended. Doeden, Schott, Erickson and Lambert voted aye, Dahlin and Kaltenbach nay, motion carried. 
New Business

P/t student help for Library: Kaltenbach made the motion to hire Alli Oswald part time for the Library at $7.50/hr. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Library Board Appointments: Fedderson stated that Krislyn Carlson and Amy Farley’s 3-year Library Board terms are up. They both have agreed to complete another term.  Dahlin made the motion to appoint Krislyn Carlson and Amy Farley to the Library Board, terms expiring June 2014, Doeden seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Resignation from Planning and Zoning Board: Fedderson read a resignation letter from Planning and Zoning board member Gerald Dahlin effective May 9, 2011. Mr. Dahlin feels that it will be a conflict of interest since he is now Ward II Council Member. Lambert made the motion to accept the resignation, Scott seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Council thanked Gerald Dahlin.  
Planning and Zoning Board Appointments: Fedderson suggested appointing Len Hofer to fulfill the remaining term of Gerald Dahlin’s seat. Lambert made the motion to appoint Len Hofer to the Planning and Zoning Board, term expiring June 2013, Kaltenbach seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Erickson made the motion to appoint Larry Bork to another Planning and Zoning Commission term, expiring June 2016. Dahlin seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Set hearing date for malt beverage license renewals and for 2-day malt beverage license for Beresford Fire Dept. and a 2-day South Dakota Farm Wine License for Birdsong Vineyard during the Wheels and Squeals Community Celebration: Finance Officer Moller reported that all applications and fees have been received at the Finance Office.  A motion to set the Malt Beverage License and 2-day malt beverage and 2-day SD Farm Wine license hearing date for June 6, 2011 was made by Doeden, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Review voter ward redistricting map as provided by SECOG: Zeimetz reviewed the voter ward redistricting map with the Council. He explained that most of the change is along 3rd Street and WN Maple Street. Council was asked to review the draft map and discuss at the June 6, 2011 Council Meeting.  
Employee Step Pay Increase: Finance Officer Moller requested approval for City Hall employee Patti Bickett step pay raise. Moller stated that Bickett does a good job and deserves the raise. Erickson made the motion to approve Patti Bickett’s raise from $16.02/hr. to $16.44/hr. seconded by Lambert, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Employee Resignation: Zeimetz stated with great regret that Street/Sewer/Water Superintendent Don Hubert has submitted his resignation effective May 27, 2011. Dahlin made the motion to accept the resignation, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye; motion carried. 
Lambert made the motion to approve advertising for the Street/Sewer/Water Superintendent position. Doeden seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Hazard Mitigation Grant: Zeimetz informed the Council on several mitigation projects that would help in the event of a tornado, severe windstorms, heavy rains and severe ice storms. Council agreed to go forward with submitting a grant to bury 36 square blocks of overhead primary and secondary wires north of Highway 46 inside the City limits for a cost estimate of $857,000, and an emergency storm shelter with a cost estimate of $600,000.

SD Hwy 46 Reconstruction update: Zeimetz received a call from Mark Malone of the SD DOT. Malone advised that due to comments from the Beresford residents the state will not be changing Highway 46 to a 3 lane highway, but will keep it a 4-lane Highway.  
Housing for the Lifespan: Zeimetz stated that the meeting will be Wednesday May 18, 2011, 12 noon at the Library. He encouraged the Council to attend.

A motion authorizing Jay Nordquist to start the Journeyman Lineman program for Andrew Eidem was made by Doeden, seconded by Erickson motion carried.
