The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on May 19, 2014 at 7:30 p.m.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, seconded by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the May 5, 2014 Council Minutes noting a change of Sveeggen making the original motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Williams. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Old Business

Alcohol and Drug Testing Policy for City Employees: Zeimetz stated that once the policy is adopted, they will look into joining a Vermillion or Sioux Falls testing pool. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to adopt the Alcohol and Drug Testing Policy. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Water request from South Lincoln Rural Water (SLRW): Mayor and Council discussed the cost of water, length of the contract and construction costs for SLRW. The consensus of the Council was to go forward with the request. A contract will be drawn up and brought to Council for approval. 
New Business
Approve Malt Beverage Renewals: Approval of the malt beverage renewals was tabled to the June 2, 2014 Council Meeting. 
P/T hire at Library: Zeimetz noted that Alex Horstman is participating in the Project Skills Program at the Beresford Library. The program will pay Horstman’s salary, there will be no cost to the City. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve Alex Horstman to work at the Library. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
P/T hire to clean City Hall: Schott made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve hiring Patti Bickett part-time to clean City Hall at $11.00/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Municipal Subsidy Drawdown request from Beresford Nutrition Program: The Beresford Nutrition Program submitted a letter, financial report, and request for drawdown of the 2014 subsidy. Lambert made the motion to approve the 2014 budgeted amount of $1,500.00, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Municipal Subsidy Drawdown request from Beresford Baseball/Softball Association: The Beresford Baseball/Softball Association submitted a letter, financial report, and request for drawdown of the 2014 subsidy. Erickson made the motion to approve the 2014 budgeted amount of $8,750.00, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

In order to collect admission to the tournament, Frieberg requested permission to close a few streets. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve blocking traffic on West Maple St. from SW 13th to Park Dr. for local access only and closing Park Drive. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
