Kathy Moller – Finance Officer: Moller stated that part-time City Hall employee Carol Sommervold has submitted her resignation effective May 21, 2013. 
The auditor’s from Quam & Berglin were at City Hall May 14-17, 2013. 
Committee/Mayor Reports: Mayor Fedderson asked the Finance & Utilities Committee consisting of Williams, Dahlin and Lambert to meet with Liquor Store Manager Denise Akland and report at the next Council meeting.
Old Business

Safe Routes to School Application: Zeimetz updated the Council on the Safe Routes to School grant. Jim Fedderson, Dustin Mees, Kevin Nelson and Jerry Zeimetz attended a meeting in Yankton on May 17, 2013. The funds will be available October 1, 2013 and give 3 years to complete the project. 
Resolution 2013-08 – DOT Transportation Alternatives Grant Application Sponsorship: Zeimetz submitted a letter of interest for the DOT Transportation Alternatives Grant. Zeimetz met with their committee to review the project. The committee stated that they would recommend this project. Zeimetz will work on submitting the application. The City would be responsible for 18% of the project. It would add ½ mile to the bike path. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to adopt Resolution 2013-08.

Sioux Falls Humane Society Contract for Animal Control Services: Doeden made the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the agreement for animal control between the Sioux Falls Humane Society and the City. Erickson seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

The Planning & Zoning Commission will work on removing requirements on lots of record and submit a request at the next Council meeting.
