May 21, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday May 21, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Dahlin amended the May 7, 2012 Council Minutes to read that he was against accepting the DENR Decade of Drinking Water Excellence Award due to the number of complaints he’s received from the public along with the deterioration of equipment at the Water Treatment Plant. Dahlin also stated that the City’s employees have done a great job with what they have had to work with. Erickson made the motion to approve the amended minutes from the meeting held on May 7, 2012 seconded by Schott, motion carried. Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the Special Council meeting held on May 14, 2012 seconded by Schott, motion carried.
Public Forum and Visitors

Amy Schaap, Community Outreach for Youth and Families (COYF) update: Amy Schapp, representing COYF thanked the Council for their support of the organization. She gave an update on past and future events and the success they have had so far. She added that if the Council has a suggestion for an event, it would be appreciated.
Old Business

Lewis and Clark Regional Water System reserved capacity: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to supply the extra 300,000 gallons added water capacity to Hull, Iowa for an amount to be determined between the two parties. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Stop sign request at West Spruce and N, 7th St.: Chief of Police Christensen was not at the meeting to give his opinion on the stop sign request. Council tabled the discussion to the June 4, 2012 Council Meeting. 
New Business
Water and sewer rate surcharge for 2012 water and sewer main replacements: Zeimetz stated that SECOG reviewed the current water and sewer rates and have made a suggestion to add a surcharge. Mayor and Council all agreed that the rates need to be looked at closely before changing. Lambert stated that supplying the surplus water to Hull, Iowa could greatly affect the rates. Council discussed and tabled a decision to review the rates.   
Set June 4 as hearing date for malt beverage license renewals and for 2-day malt beverage license for Beresford Fire Dept. and 2-day South Dakota Wine License for Birdsong Vineyards. Finance Officer Moller reported that all applications and fees have been received at the Finance Office.  A motion to set the Malt Beverage License and 2-day malt beverage and 2-day SD Farm Wine license hearing date for June 4, 2012 was made by Erickson, second by Schott, motion carried.
Review wage for P/T Officer Preston Crissy – now certified: Lambert made a motion to increase certified part-time Police Officer Preston Crissy’s hourly wage to $13.00/hr. Schott seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Consider allowing camping in Bulow Park June 17-18 for Tour De Kota: Erickson made the motion to allow camping in Bulow Park June 17-18, 2012 for Tour De Kota, seconded by Dahlin. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Hire P/T Lifeguard: Golf/Park/Pool Superintendent Kelly Knutson informed the Council of the turn-over of pool employees this season. Schott made the motion to hire part-time lifeguard, Eli Orr at $7.25/hr. Dahlin seconded. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   
Review Plat of Lot 1 of BEDCO North Addition: Zeimetz reviewed with the Council the map of Lot 1 of BEDCO North Addition. Dahlin made the motion to pass Resolution 2012-11, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Appoint Beresford City Representative to Sioux Valley Regional Railroad Authority: Erickson made the motion to appoint Brad McCoy as the City’s representative to the Sioux Valley Regional Railroad Authority, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Beresford Senior Citizens Subsidy draw down request: The Senior Citizens submitted their financial report along with their 2012 subsidy request. Lambert made the motion to approve the subsidy request from the Senior Citizens in the amount of $1,000.00, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Lewis and Clark water fee rebates: Finance Officer Moller updated the Council on the five rural customers east of Beresford that will receive the Lewis and Clark water fee rebate. All five customers have connected with Clay Rural Water, and their final water consumption bills will be mailed out June 1, 2012.
Discussion & Information Items:
Swimming Pool Committee: Mayor and Council discussed at length the City Swimming Pool. The City has applied for a FEMA grant to construct a new storm shelter/bathhouse and should hear the outcome by mid to late summer. Zeimetz, Erickson and Knutson recently toured the Hull, Iowa swimming pool which is being constructed by Burbach Aquatics; which is the same company the City hired. Council was encouraged to create a committee with a realistic plan, search out funding options, and fundraising plans before presenting to the public.
