Beresford City Council

June 2, 2014
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on June 2, 2014 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen.   

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Dan Williams 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, seconded by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Dahlin made the motion to approve the May 19, 2014 Council Minutes seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Dept. Head Reports

Telephone Dept. – Todd Hansen – FRRPA Investment Opportunity: Telephone Dept. Manager Todd Hansen explained a Fiber Ring Revenue Pool Association (FRRPA) investment opportunity. Hansen is looking for approval to have the project go out for bids. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to move forward with the FRRPA bid process. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Hansen noted that the power source may need updating. 
Street/Water/Sewer Dept. – Bill Sebern: Street/Water/Sewer Superintendent Bill Sebern discussed North 3rd St. dust control options. The consensus of the Council was to budget chip sealing N 3rd St. next year, from the 900th block north into the Grace V. Nelson ball field parking lots. Zeimetz stated that he would look into available grants to widen the street. 
South 2nd Street drainage issues were discussed. Once the man hole at the intersection of 2nd and Ash Street is complete, the City will jet the storm sewer, to flush out any construction debris. It was also noted that residents throughout the City are discharging their grass clippings onto the street which in turn plugs the storm sewer drains.

Water request from South Lincoln Rural Water (SLRW): Mayor Fedderson stated that Attorney Frieberg is reviewing the contract between SLRW and the City. Once a few changes have been made, it will be brought to Council for approval.

SDDOT Pipeline Crossing Agreements: Lambert made the motion, seconded by Erickson to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the SDDOT pipeline crossing agreement. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Malt Beverage Application Renewals: In the absence of Finance Officer Moller, Zeimetz reported that applications and fees have been received from everyone except Dolgen Midwest, LLC dba Dollar General Store.  A motion to approve the license applications for the sale of malt beverages for the year July 1, 2014 through June 30, 2015 for the following businesses was made by Erickson, second by Schott; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
