June 4, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday June 4, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, and Art Schott.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Troy Doeden and Dan Williams.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Dahlin made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on May 21, 2012 seconded by Schott, motion carried. 
Public Hearings
On-Off Sale Malt Beverage License Renewals: Finance Officer, Kathy Moller, reported that all applications and fees have been received on time at the Finance Office.  A motion to approve the license applications for the sale of malt beverages for the year July 1, 2012 through June 30, 2013 for the following businesses was made by Lambert, second by Dahlin; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

2-day Temporary Malt Beverage license for Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. Schott made a motion to approve the 2-day malt beverage license for the Beresford Fire Department to be used June 15 & 16, 2012. Dahlin seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. This license covers a designated area downtown in conjunction with the Wheels & Squeals event and also the Beresford Tractor Pull.
2-day Temporary South Dakota Wine license for Birdsong Vineyards: Erickson made a motion to approve a 2-day South Dakota wine license for Birdsong Vineyards to be used June 15 & 16, 2012. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members vote aye, motion carried. This license covers a designated area downtown in conjunction with the Wheels & Squeals event.
Dept. Head Reports
Jane Norling – Librarian, Beresford Public Library: Librarian, Jane Norling had three items to discuss with the Council.
· Norling is requesting that the Union and Lincoln County funding go directly to the Library instead of the City. This would allow the Library Board to decide what to do with the funds. Erickson, seconded by Schott, made the motion to approve the County funds to be given directly to the Library. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Norling noted that the Libraries checking and savings accounts are audited yearly. Currently the county funding is recorded in the General Fund under a separate Library revenue code.
· Norling requested a $0.65/hr. wage increase for Annie Crist and $0.75/hr. wage increase for Julie Morren and Barb Geyer. Norling state that the employees are reliable, to a great job and have been employed for five to ten years. 
· Norling requested to move Barb Geyer to an 80% position of 32 hours per week; she has made this request numerous times.
Erickson commented that these requests were not considered for the 2012 budget, and would need to be looked at for the 2013 budget. Norling replied stating that she feels for the past three years, she has completed the year under budget, those extra funds have gone back into the general fund, and that amount would easily pay for the wage increase and the 80% position. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to table until the June 18, 2012 Council Meeting to review the Library budget. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Bill Sebern – Street/Sewer/Water Supt.: Superintendent Sebern stated that a water monitoring system needs to be in place, in order to monitor the water elevation in the water tower. The Electric Department currently has a program that can be integrated to monitor the water system. The program would cost approximately $6,000.00. Schott made a motion to add the water system to the monitoring program, Erickson seconded with an amendment to pursue an exact dollar amount. Council discussed how the monitoring program will be funded. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Larry Christensen – Police Chief: Chief Christensen updated the Council on a few items.

· The 50/50 grant that has been submitted for new cameras in the patrol cars will cost the City around $2,200.00. 
· Traffic on Main St. near the Swimming Pool was discussed. Lambert received a letter with 14 signatures of area residents, asking for immediate attention regarding the speeding. Different options were discussed, Christensen was asked to look into the costs of the different options and report back at the June 18, 2012 Council Meeting. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Lambert to have Street Superintendent Sebern look into purchasing 15 MPH speed bumps to be placed on the road near the pool during the summer while the pool is open. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   
· The 911 rules regarding recording radio traffic and telephone traffic were discussed. Christensen and Erickson will be going to Oacoma, June 14, 2012 to the 911 Coordination Board Meeting. At this meeting they will be able to get questions answered and report back to Council. 
Committee/Mayor Reports

Ordinance Review Committee: The Ordinance Review Committee met May 30, 2012; they will meet again on June 13, 2012 to make any last changes. The Committee will then bring 1-2 sections to Council Meetings for approval. The goal is to finish in 3-4 months. 
Mayor Fedderson reminded Council of the Paint South Dakota project that is taking place Saturday June 9th.
Old Business

Stop sign request at West Spruce and N. 7th St.: Chief Christensen reported his opinion on the request for a stop sign at West Spruce St and North 7th St. He asked that Code Enforcer, Fillingsness look at the possible need to trim the trees back from the corner. Christensen noted that there are children all over the City and that it’s also the parent’s responsibility to make sure their children are not playing in the streets. Christensen recommended declining the request but will continue to watch the area.   
New Business
Appoint to Beresford Library Board and BEDCO Advisory Board: Amy Schaap has completed her term on the Library Board and has agreed to another term. Lambert made the motion to appoint Amy Schaap to the Library Board, term expiring June 2015. Schott seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Erickson made the motion to appoint Jason Meyer to the BEDCO Advisory Board, term expiring October 2015, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
P/T hire for Police Dept.: Lambert made the motion, seconded by Schott, to hire part-time Police Officer, Ty Dairy at $13.00/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Request to close Park Drive for Tour De Kota Activities June 17: Erickson made a motion, seconded by Dahlin to close Park Drive, June 17, 2012 for Tour De Kota. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Request to close portions of S. 3rd St., Main St. and Hemlock Streets in Central Business Districts for Wheels and Squeals Celebration June 14-16: Dahlin made the motion to close portions of S. 3rd St., Main St., and Hemlock Street for the Wheels and Squeals Celebration. Erickson seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Dahlin asked that the City be courteous and notify downtown business owners of this. 
Stop sign options at 13th St. and Main: Mayor Fedderson was informed of an incident where a vehicle ran the stop sign at 13th St. and Main St. Council discussed different options: adding a “stop sign ahead”, red flashing lights, hang a 4-way flasher between the light poles, installing rumble strips, and repainting the faded lines. Council tabled a decision so that Christensen could check costs on the different options.  
Discussion & Information Items
Minutes from March 5, 2012: The minutes from March 5, 2012 inadvertently missed Resolution 2012-07. Lambert, seconded by Schott had made the motion to adopt Resolution 2012-07. Erickson made the motion to amend the March 5, 2012 Council Minutes to include the motion, seconded by Dahlin. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Resolution 2012-07 was published in the Beresford Republic at the appropriate time. 
Update on 2nd, 5th and 11th street project: Zeimetz updated the Council on the status of the 2nd, 5th and 11th Street water and sewer project. The surveying is complete and residents may remove the flags from their yards. Zeimetz stated that the street will be torn up, the water lines and shut off valves will be replaced. If the homeowner chooses to replace the water line from the shut off to their home, it would be at the homeowner’s expense, they would have to hire their own contractor. Banner and Associates are in the process of drawing the plans.
