Dept. Head Reports:

Jay Nordquist: Jay notified the Council of 3 streets in need of immediate repair and the steps to fix them. He identified them as west Spruce by Schroedermeier Trucking, Grandview & Main and 16th & Main.  He estimated the 3 projects to cost approximately $24,000.00. Erickson made the motion to solicit quotes for the 3 street projects, Schott seconded. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Larry Christensen – Police Chief: Larry informed the Council that interest in the part-time police officer position is not good. He feels the reasoning for this is because the starting wage is too low compared to area towns and the required certification qualification. Council asked Mr. Christensen to check with area towns to find the starting wage of a part-time police officer and report back at the June 20, 2011 Council Meeting. No action taken.    
Cable TV Annual Meeting – Kathy Moller and Todd Hansen: At 7:55 pm Mayor Fedderson recessed Council for the Cablevision annual meeting. At 8:24 pm Council reconvened back in session.

Street Closure Request for Wheels ‘N Squeals Event: The Wheels & Squeals committee is asking for closure of several downtown streets beginning at 6:00 p.m. on June 16th and continued through June 18, 2011.  Third Street from City Hall to Ace Hardware will be closed June 16-18, and 3rd Street down to the Library and Main Street from the Post Office to the Liquor Store will be closed on Saturday. If needed, more streets may be closed during the event.  Approval to close the necessary streets for the Wheels & Squeals event June 16-18 was given in a motion by Kaltenbach, second by Lambert, motion carried.
