The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on June 17, 2013 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Gary Lambert
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, seconded by Dahlin, motion carried.

Minutes: Williams made the motion, seconded by Doeden to approve the minutes from the meeting held on June 3, 2013 motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

Beresford Baseball Association: Representing the Baseball Association was Troy Doeden. He gave a recap of the recently held Krause Klassic Baseball Tournament. Roger Krause threw the first pitch of the championship game and presented the trophy to Beresford who won the tournament. The Association thanked the City staff for their help with getting the fields in playing condition. Doeden stated that the future goal of the Association is to host the State Tournament. He explained the requirements for holding the state tournament.   
Pat Nichols: Mr. Nichols expressed his concern of the lawn nuisance at the Trailer Park located at 901 W Spruce St. Zeimetz stated that the Code Enforcer, Geoff Fillingsness has filed the appropriate paperwork and is now waiting for the owner to respond. Council thanked Nichols for attending. 
Committee/Mayor Reports
Policy and Procedures Committee: The Policy & Procedure Committee consisting of Erickson, Lambert and Doeden recently met to discuss the City employees’ job descriptions and reviews. The committee would like to start revising the job descriptions. 
Mayor Fedderson reported on the recent Wheel’s N’ Squeals event held June 14 & 15, 2013. Fedderson thanked everyone that volunteered to make the weekend event successful. 

Finance Officer Moller updated Council on Finance Officer School. She explained some items she learned:
· Effective July 1, 2013 Council has the option to set 1, 3 or 5 year terms on appointed positions such as the Finance Officer.

· An ordinance can delegate the official newspaper for 1, 3 or 5 years.

· Council can adopt an ordinance for a set dollar amount on pre-payment claims.
· The City is no longer required to pre-authorize mutual aide.

· Fireworks may be sold from June 27th to the Sunday after the 4th of July. The City Ordinance would prevail.
· Voting absentee ballots may be obtained 46 days prior to the day of the election and ends the day before the election.

· On the liquor operating agreements, it was advised to include language asking if the applicant had ever been convicted of a felony, the same question is on the malt beverage and liquor applications.
· It was suggested to scan all the minute books and store the information off site.

· The Municipal League Personnel Policy is being worked on.

· Clarification of Board of Equalization is being worked on.

· Delinquent utility bills can be assessed to property taxes.
Zeimetz stated that City Hall has received 3 complaints regarding the new water and sewer rate minimum charges for properties that are no longer inhabitable. The complaints will be researched and will report back at the next Council meeting. 
Old Business

Draft Ordinance Discussion and Review: Tom Frieberg reviewed the draft Ordinance. Council discussed a few items brought up by Planning & Zoning. Ordinance 2013-03 was given its first reading and placed on file.
2nd Reading Ordinance 2013-2 a revision to the 2008 Zoning Regulations to allow a residence to be constructed on a lot of record which has a lot area of less than 7,500 square feet if there was previously a residence constructed upon such lot: The Planning & Zoning Commission recommended approving Ordinance 2013-2. Williams made the motion, seconded by Schott to adopt Ordinance 2013-2. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
