June 18, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday June 18, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, and Jerry Zeimetz.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Dahlin, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on June 4, 2012 seconded by Schott, motion carried. 
Committee/Mayor Reports

Ordinance Review Committee: The Ordinance Review Committee met June 13, 2012 for a final run through. The updated information will now be put into a draft for the Council to review at the July 16, 2012 Council Meeting. 
Public Safety Committee: Tom Erickson and Chief of Police Christensen attended the 911 Coordination Board Meeting on June 14, 2012. Erickson updated the Council on the new rule updates and the new Entrata software.   
Mayor Fedderson, Lambert, Schott and Erickson were thanked for their help on Saturday June 9th, 2012 with the Paint South Dakota project. The Beresford homeowner was very appreciative. Lambert noted that Community Outreach for Youth & Family (COYF) paid to replace the gutters on the home. If anyone would like to make a donation, please contact Amy Schaap.  

Old Business

Library Budget Review: Council reviewed the Library budget and discussed Librarian Norling’s request for a pay increase for the 3 part-time library employees. Norling feels that with the wage increase she would still stay within the 2012 budget. Doeden requested a spreadsheet showing all part-time employees wage, along with the number of years employed. Doeden moved to approve a $0.75/hour wage increase for part-time library employees Julie Morren and Barb Geyer, a $0.65/hour wage increase for Annie Christ and to consider an 80% employee in the 2013 budget. Williams seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.     
Stop sign options at 13th St. and Main: Zeimetz notified Council of the changes that have been made at the intersection of 13th & Main Street. The words “stop ahead” have been painted on the street and the solid white lines were repainted. Council thanked the Street Department for taking care of it. 
Water Monitoring System – costs: Street/Sewer/Water Superintendent Sebern brought to the Council the exact amount for the Omni-Pro Software. He noted that he was unaware of the web server charge of $1,800.00. Lambert made the motion to approve the $7,695.00 Omni-Pro water pressure monitoring, logging and alerting software, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
W. Main Street speed issue: The Police Department has been patrolling the area around the City Swimming Pool and two kid alert safety figures have been posted on the lawns before and after the pool. Street Superintendent Sebern explained his findings with the portable speed bumps and stated that a radar displaying the speed would be the best and most effective. Zeimetz commented that the City will apply for a grant to purchase 2 portable digital speed radars and move them around town as needed.  
New Business
Appointment to Beresford Planning Commission: Mayor Fedderson asked the Council to appoint Brad Muller to the Planning & Zoning Board. Erickson made the motion to appoint Brad Muller to the Planning & Zoning Board, term expiring June 2014, seconded by Doeden. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Beresford Baseball/Softball Association Subsidy draw down request for summer coaches: The Beresford Baseball/Softball Association submitted a subsidy draw down request along with their financial statement. Doeden made the motion to approve the $8,750.00 request, seconded by Dahlin. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Resignation from Planning and Zoning Commission: Planning & Zoning Commission member Dan Buum submitted his letter of resignation. Dahlin made the motion to accept the resignation, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Mayor & Council thanked Mr. Buum for his service.
Employee resignation: Full time police officer, Michael Schurch submitted his letter of resignation. He has taken a position with the Lincoln County Sherriff’s Department; however he would like to stay on part-time. Doeden made the motion, seconded by Lambert to accept the resignation, but keep him on part-time at $13.00/hr. All present Council Member’s voted aye, motion carried. Mayor & Council thanked officer Schurch for over 3 years of service and wished him well on his new adventure. 
Lambert made the motion to approve advertising for a full time police officer position. Erickson seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

SD Telecommunication Association Annual Meeting: Council was made aware of the SD Telecommunication Association Annual Meeting August 19th -21st. Members were asked to think about attending.
Elected Officials Workshop, July 24, Pierre:  Finance Officer Moller asked the Mayor and Council if they would like to attend the Elected Officials Workshop July 24th in Pierre. If you are interested, please let her know.
Dispatch PSAP: Erickson spoke regarding the City’s Dispatch Department. He strongly encouraged the Mayor & Council to tour the Dispatch Center in Elk Point before the Special Meeting. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to call a Special Meeting for the Council to discuss the future of the Dispatch Department on July 9th, 2012. Union County Commissioner, Milt Ustad, Sherriff Dan Limoges and Chief Dispatcher Judy Oberg will be invited to attend. All present Council Members vote aye, motion carried.
