Beresford City Council

June 20, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, June 20, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Teresa Kaltenbach and Art Schott.  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Doeden, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on June 6, 2011 second by Dahlin, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors:
Toby Brown – South Eastern Council of Gov’t – ordinance review process: Toby Brown was not present. He will be attending the July 5, 2011 Council Meeting to discuss the ordinance review process.
Dept. Head Reports:

Jay Nordquist: Mr. Nordquist updated the Council about the intersections at 16th & Main and Grandview & Main. Three quotes were requested and two were received from Ridgid Construction and Jay’s Construction. A motion made by Lambert to award Jay’s Construction with a quote of $20,217.82 for both intersections, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Mr. Nordquist also mentioned that they will be working at 3rd St. & Willow to grind the valley back into the road.  

The Mayor and Council thanked Jay Nordquist and his department for their assistance to put the Wheel’s ‘N Squeals event together. 
Committee/Mayor Reports

Councilman Tom Erickson: Erickson reported on the Lewis & Clark Rural Water System. He requested voting direction from the Council on funding options as funding has been cut drastically. Council discussed and the consensus is not in favor of supporting a loan at this time. No formal action taken at this time.   
South Dakota Housing Development Authority (SDHDA): Mayor Fedderson reported on the SDHDA Paint SD project. Approximately 35 volunteers showed up to help repair, scrape, prime and paint a house. Mayor expressed his gratitude and thanked the volunteers. 
Wheels ‘N Squeals: Mayor Fedderson stated that the Wheels N’ Squeals Event went very well. Mayor thanked the Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. and the volunteers who worked to put this event together. He reported that many of the vendors expressed their wish to return next year. Overall it was a very good weekend.  

Old Business

Wages for P/T Police Officers: Council discussed the part time Police Officer’s wages. Chief Christensen would like to see the part time wage raised to $14.00/hr. After a long discussion, Schott made the motion to raise the part time wage to $15.00/hr. Motion failed due to a lack of a second. It was tabled to the July 5, 2011 Council Meeting in order for Chief Christensen to gather more information from surrounding communities. 
Review voter ward redistricting map as provided by SECOG: Zeimetz mentioned that a home was not listed in the redistricting map. Toby Brown with SECOG will be attending the next Council Meeting to answer any questions the Council may have. Tabled to the July 5, 2011 Council Meeting.

Sump Pump Ordinance: Tabled to the July 5, 2011 Council Meeting when Toby Brown with SECOG will be in attendance to discuss with the Council.
Review Nuisance Ordinance: Tabled to the July 5, 2011 Council Meeting when Toby Brown with SECOG will be in attendance to discuss with the Council.  

State Water Plan and possible financing: Zeimetz stated that the water main & looping for LCRWS and sanitary sewer pipe replacement projects will be considered by the Board of Water and Natural Resources on June 23, 2011. Funds for 2011 have depleted, but will be pursued in 2012.
Community Access Grant funding for roads to school: Zeimetz informed the Council of the Community Access Grant due July 15, 2011. The fronts of the schools have 1300 feet in need of repair. Zeimetz was unsure of the cost and would like to wait to see if it is feasible. No action taken. 
New Business

Employee Resignation: Bridges At Beresford Assistant Manager Esther Zoss submitted her letter of resignation.  Her last day will be Thursday June 30, 2011. Council Member Doeden made the motion to accept the resignation. Schott seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  

Discussion & Information Items

Traffic on West Main adjacent to Swimming Pool: Council discussed different options to control traffic across from the swimming pool during open hours. The Police Department patrols the area regularly, but it needs something more permanent. The consensus of the Council was to contact the state about placing their digital radar sign during pool hours or installing a speed bump there. The goal is to do whatever is necessary to keep pedestrians safe.

A motion to approve the following travel request was made by Erickson second by Dahlin. Council Members Doeden, Schott, Dahlin, Erickson and Lambert voted aye, Kaltenbach nay, motion carried.
