July 5, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Tuesday July 5, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, and Art Schott.  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Teresa Kaltenbach.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dahlin, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on June 20, 2011 second by Schott, motion carried. 
Committee / Mayor Reports:

4th of July fireworks: Mayor Fedderson commented on the City’s fireworks display. He stated that Premier Pyrotechnics did a wonderful job and that we should hire them back next year.
Old Business

Wages for P/T Police Officers: Chief Christensen was present to discuss with the Council the P/T wage for Police Officers. Moller distributed a report to the Council listing current full time and part time Police Officers wages and the Police Department’s budget. Christensen is requesting $13-$14/hr. for P/T Police Officer’s. Council discussed the wages from the surrounding area. Erickson made a motion to increase the P/T Police Officers wage to $14.00/hr. with a $0.50 increase after the first 300 hours, and another $0.50 increase every 1000 hours thereafter, with a cap of $0.50 less than a full time Police Officer. Schott seconded the motion. Council discussed the motion.  Erickson amended the motion to change the 1000 hours to 500 hours a year. Council discussed the amended motion. Erickson withdrew his motion. Erickson made a motion to increase the P/T Police Officers wage to $13.00/hr. for Officers with 3 or less years’ experience, $13.50/hr. for 3-5 years’ experience, $14.00/hr. for more than 5 years’ experience, and $14.50/hr. for more than 7 years’ experience. Lambert seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Community Access Grant funding for roads to school: Zeimetz discussed the cost to repair the streets in front of the schools, along with engineer fees. Other streets are in the works to be repaired. It was decided to not go forward with it.  
Councilman Doeden arrived at 8:02 pm.
