Beresford City Council

July 7, 2014
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on July 7, 2014 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott, Teresa Sveeggen and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, seconded by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Williams made the motion to amend the June 16, 2014 Council Minutes to read under new business that Williams made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve the job reclassification for Beth Rasmussen to General Manager Assistant to be paid an annual salary of $41,220 (90% of the scale) effective June 30, 2014. Sveeggen seconded the motion to amend, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

Pat Carey – Banner Associates – update on 2nd/5th and 11th St. project & rain event on June 16 & drainage from Fiesta parking lot: Pat Carey from Banner Associates gave the Council a progress report on 2nd, 5th and 11th St. water main and sanitary sewer replacement project. The project completion date is set for August 15, 2014. Carey spoke about the rain event on June 16th. It was suggested to set up a storm drain maintenance plan to monitor and inspect the storm drains yearly. Fiesta Foods parking lot drainage was discussed.  Carey suggested adding a second outfall line to the north of Hwy 46 on the east side of Casey’s to help alleviate storm water back up issues. 
Bridges Phase II Housing Development update: Pat Carey from Banner Associates informed Council that the scheduled bid opening for the Bridges Phase II Housing Development project has been pushed back to August/September. Construction would start in the fall of 2014 and complete in 2015.  
Dept. Head Reports

Set public hearing date for the Cities Integrated Resource Plan (IRP) for Beresford Municipal Electric: Electric Department Superintendent Jay Nordquist stated that WAPA compiles an IRP file every 5 years for numerous communities. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to set August 4, 2014 as the hearing date for the Integrated Resource Plan. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Electric Dept. – Jay Nordquist – bare ground annexation: Nordquist distributed a map to the Council showing the electric service territory boundaries surrounding the City. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to authorize Attorney Frieberg to write a letter to Southeast Electric regarding pursuing the North quarter of section 32. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Telephone Dept. – Todd Hansen – no bids received on Installation and Configuration of Alcatel Lucent 7750 MPLS system: Telephone Department Manager Todd Hansen stated that no bids were received for the installation and configuration of Alcatel Lucent 7750 MPLS system. Lambert made the motion to authorize Todd Hansen to negotiate with SDN a cost of installing the Alcatel Lucent 7750 MPLS system. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Old Business

Water request from South Lincoln Rural Water: Tabled until the next Council Meeting. 
New Business
Grant Agreement with SD Dept. of Health for mosquito control: Zeimetz informed the Council that the City applied for a $14,356 grant thru the SD Dept. of Health and was approved for $3,329. The grant application included $6,356 for chemicals and $8,000 to replace the 3 HP sprayer that can no longer be calibrated. Part of the grant funds will be used to purchase a new 9 HP sprayer which will make spraying more effective. It has been a difficult year to control mosquitos; Zeimetz encouraged everyone to dump any standing water they may have on their property. Williams made the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the grant agreement with the SD Department of Health. Dahlin seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Step pay increase for police officer Nick Fahlberg: Police Officer Nick Fahlberg qualifies for his next step increase. Police Chief Larry Christensen stated that he is doing a great job. Schott made the motion to increase Nick Fahlberg’s wage from $16.85/hr. to $17.33/hr. effective July 16, 2014. Sveeggen seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.  
Authorize advertising for bids for FEMA storm shelter/bathhouse: Erickson made the motion to authorize advertising FEMA storm shelter/bathhouse bids, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Burbach Aquatics will oversee the project and the Street Dept. will be doing the street. 
Authorization to advertise for P/T meter reader: Lambert made the motion seconded by Schott to authorize advertising for a P/T meter reader. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Current meter reader, Larry Pravecek is scheduled to retire September 31, 2014. 
Request road closure: Tom Frieberg requested permission to close some streets in order to collect admission for the Regional Baseball Tournament to be held July 12-15th and 17th. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to shut down Maple Street at 13th St. to local traffic only and close Park Dr. for the tournament. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Discussion & Information Items
Swimming Pool paint issue: This spring the pool was painted and allowed 10 days to dry before water was added, a minimum of 5-7 days is recommended. Patrons are complaining of a white sticky substance on their skin and swimsuits. With the number of layers of paint in the pool, several areas require more paint to cover than others and in some locations the paint did not dry completely. Zeimetz stated that he has been in contact with the Dept. of Health and they have determined that it is still safe to swim. A warning has been posted outside the pool notifying the public. Park Superintendent Kelly Knutson will look into sandblasting the pool this fall.
