July 15, 2013
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on July 15, 2013 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, seconded by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Doeden made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve the minutes from the meeting held on July 1, 2013 motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors:

Request to reduce water bill due to excessive water use: Lucy Carlson, representing the Karen Wanamaker estate, submitted a request to reduce an excessive water bill from a toilet problem in the vacant home. Council discussed previous requests. Doeden made the motion, seconded by Erickson to deny the request to reduce the water bill. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Council thanked Carlson for attending.   
Old Business

Update on sump pump inspection program: Zeimetz spoke on Code Enforcer Geoff Fillingsness’ behalf. Fillingsness is gathering the information from the Sump Pump Inspection Forms as they arrive. Doeden stated that he would be willing to assist Fillingsness with inspections in the evenings.  
Consider 2nd Reading Ordinance 2013-03 An Ordinance in Revision of the Municipal Ordinances of the City of Beresford: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to adopt Ordinance 2013-03 An Ordinance in Revision of the Municipal Ordinances of the City of Beresford, to be effective September 1, 2013. Council Members Doeden, Schott, Dahlin, Erickson, Williams and Lambert voted aye, no nays, motion carried.  
Water and sewer rate minimum charge for uninhabitable structures: Zeimetz discussed with Council removing the water meter from uninhabitable structures. Street Superintendent Bill Sebern is researching water hook-up fees. Moller explained new construction hook-up charges. Council tabled a decision until the next Council Meeting. 

Safety net along bike path: Doeden made the motion to move the net to the south side of the trees on the driving range side. The motion failed due to lack of a second. Erickson made the motion to leave the net as is until such time complaints are received and revisit at that time. Schott seconded the motion. Council members Schott, Dahlin, Erickson, Williams and Lambert voted aye, Doeden nay, motion carried. 
Lewis and Clark Regional Water System update on capital call and funding: Erickson dispersed a handout regarding facts on the Lewis and Clark Regional Water System. Council reviewed and discussed the handout. Erickson stated that if anyone had any questions to give him a call. No action taken. 
New Business

Step Pay increase for Police Officer Nick Fahlberg: Zeimetz stated that Police Chief Larry Christensen recommended approving the step increase for Police Officer Nick Fahlberg. Lambert made the motion to approve the step pay increase, per the Union agreement for Nick Fahlberg from $14.85/hr. to $15.30/hr. Dahlin seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
P/t hire for City Hall: Moller stated that 9 applications were received and 4 were interviewed. Moller recommended hiring Lisa Greene. Doeden moved to hire Lisa Greene part-time at City Hall at $10.00/hr. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Discussion & Information items 
Placement of SD Hwy 46 water/sewer improvement project on State Water Facilities Plan: Zeimetz stated for information only, the City was approved placement onto the 2013 State Water Facilities Plan. This placement doesn’t guarantee funding; it makes the project eligible to apply to the department’s programs for funding consideration.
Craig Fatherlos Eagle Scout Project: Craig Fatherlos recently made 2 picnic tables in the City Park handicap accessible for an Eagle Scout Project. Council thanked Fatherlos for doing the project.  
Asphalt paving on private property request: Zeimetz informed Council of a request to asphalt a private party parking lot. Council discussed and all agreed to deny the request.   
Welcome to Beresford sign: Mayor Fedderson announced the addition of a Welcome to Beresford sign. Several locations for placement are being reviewed. The sign is being funded by First Dakota National Bank, the Lions Club, Beresford Municipal Electric and Beresford Municipal Telephone and will be maintained by the City. Mayor and Council thanked those that supplied the funding. 
Executive Session – legal issue: Erickson moved to proceed to executive session at 8:09p.m. to discuss a legal issue, seconded by Lambert, motion carried.
The council reconvened at 8:14 p.m. No action taken.
