Beresford City Council

July 16, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on July 16, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gary Lambert, Tom Erickson, Gerald Dahlin, 
Dan Williams, Troy Doeden, and Art Schott.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda as modified was made by Lambert, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes of the July 2, 2012 were approved on a motion by Erickson, noting Gerald Dahlin was also present for the Finance/Utility Committee meeting recently held at the Telephone Office, second by Schott, motion carried. 
Special Meeting Minutes from July 9, 2012 were approved on a motion by Dahlin, second by Erickson, motion carried.
Public Forum and Visitors

Toby Brown, SECOG – Ordinance Review Update:   Tabled – Toby Brown was unable to attend. 
Committee/Mayor Reports:  Mayor Fedderson thanked the Relay for Life Committee for their hard work and dedication regarding the event held here last weekend – in particular, Jay and Dawn Nordquist. The Committee raised $20,000 for the Relay for Life and 70 people stayed overnight. 
Old Business
Next Generation 911 and Beresford Dispatch Center – follow up from July 9, 2012 meeting: 
Councilman Erickson moved that on or about January 1, 2013 the Dispatch Function of the Beresford Police Department be closed and the city enter into an agreement with the Union County Sheriff’s Office for dispatch and emergency related services, second by Lambert, the following comments were recorded prior to the vote:

Gerald Dahlin agrees to the need of upgrades but feels an assumption is being made regarding the time frame, stating we are on the North end of Union County and the South end of Lincoln County - is a population of 30,000 people the magic number to continue operating our own PSAP?  Would we get quality service if we came together with Hudson, Centerville, and Alcester to operate a PSAP? Dahlin shared his concern that Union County is understaffed at this time, is Alcester satisfied with the service Union Co. is providing to them?
Dahlin stated he would prefer waiting one more year before a decision is made.

Tom Erickson explained that Beresford is the smallest PSAP in the State of SD, we are faced with equipment upgrades from $140,000 up to $300,000 and additional staff would have to be hired to be in compliance with the 2-person rule which will require two dispatchers to be on duty at all times. The exact time frame to comply with the ruling has not been determined yet. Funds saved will go toward our Emergency Services which include our Police and Fire Departments. 
Troy Doeden stated the justification doesn’t rest on time table, financing of the Next Generation 911 is paramount; a solid time table doesn’t base the decision. 

Doeden continued to say he would have a hard time believing Alcester, Centerville, and Hudson would be interested in coming together as a dispatch center. It’s no longer feasible to continue operating.

Tom Erickson explained the research started in April, most PSAP’s operating in SD have a county seat attached. Next Generation 911 is coming; we could spend many thousands now and still have to close.

Gary Lambert said we are forced to close our dispatch operation, our equipment is obsolete. Like it or not, we are forced into making this decision; it’s time to move forward. It’s very tough for the employees, potential severance options are being explored by the Public Safety Committee, which is not a part of this motion. The City of Beresford is paying Union County taxes and our allegiance should be there.
Tom Erickson stated this is a very tough decision, that’s why we have elected officials; a decision of this magnitude is not made lightly. There will be a contract with Union County and the motion made here to proceed is contingent on the county.

Mayor Fedderson stated he thought this was to be a follow up discussion meeting, not a vote.

The vote was called, voting in favor of the motion:  Doeden, Lambert, Erickson, Williams, and Schott. 

Opposing the motion, Dahlin. The motion carried. 

Lewis and Clark RWS – Sale of additional capacity update:
There are four entities interested in Beresford’s additional capacity; Lewis & Clark’s next meeting will be held on July 26, 2012. Currently we are using 426,000 gallons per day. Water readings are checked daily. 

The Water Dept. has been testing for leaks and found several, most were on the property owner’s side before going through the meter. There was a leak discovered in a 4” water main on 13th Street and another North of Cedar St. on 6th; both have been repaired. Erickson stated there won’t be a decision made regarding the sale of our additional capacity until all leaks are resolved and Lewis and Clark has a meter issue resolved on their side.  Troy Larson and Jim Auen suggest holding off on making a decision until August. 
New Business:
Hire Full-time Police Officer:  Chief Christensen and City Administrator Zeimetz have reviewed the applications and Chief Christensen recommends hiring part-time officer Nick Fahlberg for the full-time position; Nick has been a part-time officer for us for several years now and is doing a great job.  Chief Christensen’s recommendation was approved on a motion by Doeden, hiring Nick Fahlberg at 80% of the union scale, $13.98 per hour, the motion was seconded by Schott, all voted in favor of the motion.
Hire Part-time Police Officer:  Chief Christensen would like to hire an additional part-time officer to fill in when needed, he recommends hiring Roger Knutson. Lambert moved to hire Roger Knutson to fill the part-time position at $13.00 per hour, second by Schott, motion carried.  
Discussion & Information items: 
West Main and SW 13th St – 4-way Stop:  Butch Reit was present to comment on the 4-way stop on West Main and SW 13th St. stating not all people stop at the corner. There are no “stop ahead” signs or flashing lights warning of the stop sign and he feels the city has a responsibility to identify the stop signs.
Jay Nordquist was also present and has already been researching the issue. Flashing red lights could be installed above the stop sign; the cost would be $400.00 per light. There is electricity available on the NW and SE corners. Chief Christensen stated the City of Sioux Falls has used solar LED lights; the cost for each is $5,000. Another possibility would be reflective signs but reflective tape fades, a flashing light would be more visible.

Councilman Dahlin moved to install new 36” high visibility stop signs with flashing lights for the East side of 13th St. and also for the NW side, seconded by Schott, motion carried.
Electric Superintendent Nordquist reported there is a recall on a circuit switch on a transformer. Once they get the parts to repair it but will have to schedule a five minute outage to switch over to the WAPA sub-station, the repair is complicated and could take up to eight hours. Once in place there will be another five minute outage to switch back to our sub-station. Due to the complexity of the repair, Nordquist would like to take his crew to Sioux Falls to observe when the City of Sioux Falls is ready to make their next repair. 
Lewis and Clark RWS Ribbon Cutting, August 21, 2012:  Pastor Greg Myrmoe will be giving the invocation at the ribbon cutting; those interested in attending may meet at City Hall and ride together. Lunch will be served.
