Beresford City Council

August 5, 2013
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on August 5, 2013 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Williams, seconded by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Doeden to approve the minutes from the meeting held on July 15, 2013 motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

Municipal Subsidy Requests: Mayor and Council asked that the organizations requesting a 2014 subsidy attend the meeting so that they could explain their need for the subsidy along with answering any questions the Council may have. Organizations and representatives attending were: Beresford Faith in Action, represented by Shellie Sveeggen and Pastor Darren Regher, Beresford Community Bus, represented by Treasurer Carolyn Fray, Community Outreach for Youth and Families (COYF), represented by Amy Schaap, Beresford Senior Event Center, represented by President Darlene Zweifel, Beresford Baseball/Softball Association, represented by Troy Doeden and Tom Frieberg, and Beresford Nutrition Program, represented by Carly Turner. The Beresford Community Education (PRCE) representative was not present. Mayor Fedderson and Council thanked everyone for attending and their community involvement.
Beresford Baseball Association: Tom Frieberg and Troy Doeden, representing the Beresford Baseball Association requested that Council consider increasing the 2014 budget to remodel and repair the bathrooms at the south field. The Association also requested Council consider closing Park Drive during tournaments in order to collect entry fees from event goers. The goal of the Association is to host the state tournament, in order for that to happen, a Crow’s nest along with a larger concession stand would need to be constructed. Lambert inquired the cost to complete the goal. Doeden estimated $30 - $40,000, and would last 50-60 years.   
Fire Chief Tarz Mullinix: Representing the Fire Department was Fire Chief Tarz Mullinix, Assistance Chief Mike Carlson and Captain Larry O’Connor. Mullinix explained the history of the current 12 self-contained breathing apparatus’ (SCBA), along with how and why they are used. The department is requesting Council to consider budgeting $40,000.00 in the 2014 budget for the replacement of the SCBA’s. The existing 12 SCBA’s current value range from $150 - $300 and would be traded in. Mayor and Council thanked Mullinix and the entire Fire Department. No action taken.      
Community/Mayor Reports

Tom Erickson – Lewis and Clark Regional Water Update: Erickson distributed a handout to Mayor and Council. He requested that everyone read it, and contact him with any questions. He would like to have an in depth discussion of the Lewis and Clark RWS at the September 3, 2013 Council Meeting. 
Finance & Utility Committee: The Finance & Utility Committee consisting of Lambert, Williams and Dahlin met with Telephone Manager Todd Hansen prior to the Council Meeting. They discussed the Departments recent projects, the 2014 budget and considered donating surplus equipment to Mitchell Vo-Tech School to benefit training. No action taken. 
Old Business
Water and sewer rate reconnection charges if water meter is removed: Zeimetz read the current water rate resolution paragraph regarding the stand by basis. Council discussed the costs to reconnect and the current fees for new construction to connect. Zeimetz will work on revising the water rate resolution. No action taken.   
Update on sump pump inspection program – Geoff Fillingsness: Fillingsness stated that out of 950 notices mailed out to the residents of Beresford, 530 have responded. He has determined that 256 units are legal, and 43 units that didn’t respond are legal. A few residents have refused inspection. Doeden questioned if residents are required to pump to the curb. Fillingsness stated no, they can discharge into their back lawn. Fillingsness commented that this has been a time consuming project.
New Business

Request to park cars on bike path for a public auction Aug. 22 or 23: Beresford resident’s Don & Dione Young are requesting permission for people to park on the bike path in order to attend their public auction. Council discussed, Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to grant permission to park on the SW 13th St. bike path for the public auction to be held August 22 or 23rd 2013. Members Schott, Erickson, Williams, and Lambert voted yes, Doeden and Dahlin voted no. Motion carried.  
Discussion & Information items 
Update on 2nd, 5th and 11th Street project: Zeimetz updated Council on the 2nd Street watermain and sewer project. A community meeting was held on Wednesday July 31 for the resident’s along 2nd Street to get information on the process and ask questions. The street will be paved next year. The 5th and 11th Street projects are scheduled to start next year.
Zeimetz informed Council that chip sealing will start on August 6th throughout the town. The last street they will be doing in West 13th Street, the bike path will not be done.
