Beresford City Council

August 6, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on August 6, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Dahlin, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes of the July 16, 2012 were approved on a motion by Dahlin, second by Williams, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

2013 Municipal Subsidy Budget Requests: Mayor and Council asked that the organizations requesting a 2013 subsidy attend the meeting so that they could explain their need for the subsidy along with answering any questions the Council may have. Organizations and representatives attending were: Beresford Faith in Action, represented by Nancy Swanstrom & David Stimes, Beresford Community Bus, represented by Carolyn Fray & Geraldine Fitzgerald, Community Outreach for Youth and Families (COYF), represented by Brian James, Beresford Senior Citizens, represented by Don Young, Beresford Community Education (PRCE), represented by Brent Palmer, and Beresford Baseball/Softball Association, represented by Brent Palmer. The Beresford Nutrition Program, representative Carly Turner submitted a subsidy request, but was unable to attend and will be asked to attend the next Council Meeting. Mayor Fedderson thanked everyone for attending and their community involvement. 
Woody Houser: Mr. Houser addressed the Council on the public input regarding disbanding dispatch. He asked Council to reconsider their decision. He feels that it’s an economic development driver that benefits the quality of life. He questioned the Council on how the County was covering costs to provide the service and is it really going to save us money in the long run. Houser complimented the current Dispatch employees, stating that they do a great job. Council thanked Houser.    
Thank-you:  Mayor Fedderson read a thank-you for the memorial flowers given in memory of Bernie Gellerman. 
Mayor Fedderson asked the Public Safety & Energy Committee, consisting of Council Members Dahlin, Erickson and Schott to get together to discuss a severance package plan for the Dispatch employees and to make a recommendation to the Council.   
Old Business
Conversion of E911 Dispatch to Union County: Tarz Mullinix addressed the Council on E911 conversion steps. With his history of working with telecommunications and as Beresford’s Fire Chief, he offered to be the consultant to get the conversion completed. Erickson made the motion to contract with Tarz Mullinix to act as E911 Dispatch conversion project coordinator for $6,000.00, seconded by Schott. Erickson amended the original motion to add Jerry Zeimetz at the point of contact person, and for Zeimetz to e-mail the Council with updated information on an as needed basis. Doeden seconded the amended motion. All present Council members voted aye on the amended motion. All present Council members voted aye on the original motion. Motion carried. Erickson encouraged everyone to refer to the South Dakota state website and to read the information on the Next Generation 911.   
Lewis and Clark capacity discussion: Zeimetz reviewed with the Council the amount of water from the Lewis & Clark water meter compared to the monthly billed water, which showed an approximate 18% water loss. This percentage is a much lower number than the first findings. 
The Lewis & Clark Board stated that the sale of excess water capacity would first go to an interested party in the state of South Dakota before being sold to the state of Iowa. Clay Lincoln Rural Water, who already has a contract with the City for excess water, has shown interest also. Zeimetz asked the Council to review the numbers he provided. The consensus of the Council was to move cautiously, and take 2-5 months before making a decision on the excess water capacity.    
New Business:
Resolution 2012-15 LWCF Application Sponsorship: Williams made the motion to adopt Resolution 2012-15, seconded by Lambert. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

RESOLUTION OF GOVERNING BODY

LAND AND WATER CONSERVATION FUND APPLICATION SPONSORSHIP

WHEREAS, the United States of America and the State of South Dakota have authorized the making of grants from the Land and Water Conservation Fund (LWCF) to public bodies to aid in financing the acquisition and/or construction of specific public outdoor recreation projects;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED:

That the Mayor, K. James Fedderson is hereby authorized to execute and file an application on behalf of the City of Beresford, South Dakota with the National Park Service, U.S. Department of the Interior, through the State of South Dakota, Department of Game, Fish and Parks, Division of Parks and Recreation, for an LWCF grant to aid in financing the City Park Playground Equipment project for the City of Beresford, South Dakota and its Environs.

That K. James Fedderson, Mayor of the City of Beresford, South Dakota, is hereby authorized and directed to furnish such information as the above mentioned federal and/or state agencies may reasonably request in connection with the application which is hereby authorized to be filed.

That the City of Beresford shall provide a minimum of 50% of the total cost of the project; and will assume all responsibility in the operation and maintenance of the project upon completion of construction, for the reasonable life expectancy of the facility.
