August 15, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday August 15, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Teresa Kaltenbach and Art Schott.  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Bob Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dahlin, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on August 1, 2011 seconded by Doeden, motion carried. Dahlin made the motion to approve the minutes from the Special Meeting held on August 8, 2011, seconded by Erickson, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

Toby Brown – SECOG to discuss ordinance revisions: Brown discussed with the Council the ordinance revision process. The Mayor will appoint a revision committee that will meet once a month. Once completed, the ordinances will be accessible on the City’s website. 
Dept. Head Reports
Jane Norling – Library: Librarian Norling presented to the Council a handout explaining the features provided by the public library. The Library has grown from 11,827 checkouts in 2001 to 63,125 checkouts in 2010. The Community room was used over 300 times in 2010. Council applauded Norling and her staff for doing a great job.
Bill Sebern – Street/Water/Sewer Supt.: Superintendent Sebern updated the Council on his department.
· After assessing the paver, Sebern would like the City to purchase it. The paver works great and has exceeded his expectation. The Department will be able to utilize the machine throughout the City. 
· Don Hubert submitted a bid for $1,500 to clean out the stream behind 203 E Willow Street West to 3rd St. and $3,200 to clean from 3rd Street to Bridges Golf Course hole #6. Council discussed the process. The goal of the project is to get the water to flow out of the City, instead of standing still. A decision was tabled and Sebern was asked to report back at the September 6th Council Meeting with more information.   
Old Business

Unlicensed vehicles in zoning districts other than residential: Zeimetz dispersed a draft adding additional information to public nuisances ordinance within the City of Beresford. The first reading of ordinance #04-2011 was read and placed on file. 
Used Fire Truck Funding: Council discussed funding options to purchase a 1989 Grumman Aerial Fire truck in the amount of $192,500. Lambert questioned a possible in-house loan and suggested to start budgeting $40,000 a year for the future purchase of a fire truck, the City is required to purchase and own one pumper truck. No action taken.  
Discussion & Information Items
Nuisance Properties: Council was presented a spreadsheet of nuisance properties that Building Inspector Fillingsness is currently working on. No action taken. 
Fire Truck: The 1989 Grumman 102’ Aerial Fire truck that the Fire Department is looking at, will be at the Fire Station 6:00 pm on August 18, 2011 to view. Mayor and Council were invited to the Fire Station to observe. Yankton’s Fire Dept. owns this same truck and has volunteered to assist with training and questions. 
Special Budget meeting: There will be a special budget meeting on August 29, 2011 at 6pm. The subsidy recipients will be invited to this meeting to present their 2012 budget requests.  No action taken.
