Beresford City Council

August 16, 2010

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday, August 16, 2010 at 7:37 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Wayne Akland, Dan Cotton, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach and Gary Lambert. 

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Kaltenbach, motion carried.

Minutes: Cotton made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on August 2, 2010, second by Akland, motion carried.   

Old Business

Discussion of Water Treatment Plant Improvements: Mayor Fedderson asked if there were any discussion on the water treatment plant improvements. The council asked if the engineers could create a timeline of what needs to be done now, and what could be done later. It was decided to discuss more during the budget meeting.  

Increase funding for Mosquito control: Council member Cotton signed the purchase order to buy two cases of chemicals, which equals up to 10 times of spraying. It was noted that the budget would need to be adjusted for continued spraying. The Council is hopeful that the state will step up next year and help with funding. No action taken. 

New Business

Community Education Funding: The council requested a budget report from Beresford Community Education director Brent Palmer. City Administrator Jerry Zeimetz, Mayor Jim Fedderson and Beresford School Superintendent Brian Fields recently met to discuss funding. The individuals are open for suggestions. Council member Kaltenbach stated that a meeting needs to take place immediately with the Community Education Board, School and City. $5,000.00 had been budgeted to donate to the community bus, however those funds were not needed. Council member Erickson made the motion to approve donating $5,000.00 to Community Education. Doeden seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Appointments to Library Board: Mayor Fedderson stated that Bob Frieberg and Nancy Thaler’s Library board terms have expired. He recommended appointing Leo Keiser and Jeanne Baillie. Council member Lambert made the motion to appoint Leo Keiser and Jeanne Baillie to a three-year term each, expiring June 2013 to the Library Board. Cotton seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried. 

Accept Resignation: Police Officer Aaron Jurgensen has submitted his letter of resignation from the Beresford Police Department. Council member Cotton made the motion to accept the resignation. Akland seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.  

Authorize Advertising for F/T Police Officer: Council member Akland made the motion to authorize advertising for a full time police officer. Erickson seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.
