Beresford City Council

August 18, 2014
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on August 18, 2014 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Art Schott, Teresa Sveeggen and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Tom Erickson and Gary Lambert
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Williams, seconded by Dahlin, motion carried.

Minutes: Sveeggen made the motion to approve the August 4, 2014 Council Minutes seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Dahlin made the motion to approve the special meeting minutes from August 11, 2014 seconded by Williams. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Old Business

Storage Facility Condemnation – Bob Gillies: Mr. Gillies updated Council on construction progress on his storage facility at 501 E Cedar St. City Attorney Frieberg will put together a memorandum of agreement that lays out construction deadlines and includes a completion date. Dahlin authorized Mayor Fedderson to sign the memorandum of agreement with Bob Gillies; Schott seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Building Inspector Fillingsness was asked to keep Council up to date on the progress. 
2014 Budget Review – Larry Christensen Police Chief: Larry requested replacing the Tahoe with a Dodge Ram 1500 pickup; he would like to add a tonneau cover for extra storage; he would also have to add a half-cage, graphics and an additional $1,500 to transfer the radios. The fee for the leds Suite Reporting System for the teletypes in the vehicles is an annual fee of $2,000. Larry is also requesting $10,000 to start remodeling in the Police Station. Council questioned if Larry had budgeted anything for the Union County Dispatch Center.  
Dahlin noted that since Council was discussing the budget, he would like to discuss the swimming pool. He had initially thought $50,000 would need to be added to the pool budget for future replacement; however after touring the pool, he would like to change the request to $250,000. All Council Members expressed it was time to start working on financing the pool. Zeimetz noted that the City will be responsible for approximately $400,000 of the costs to complete the new FEMA storm shelter/bathhouse. Moller discussed current balances on CD’s and the checking account.    
New Business:
Authorize purchase of new playground equipment for Bulow Park: Kelly Knutson discussed the quotes for new playground equipment.  This would replace the dark brown equipment in Bulow Park; Zeimetz informed Council of the Land Water Conservation grant of $18,310 that was awarded to the City in 2012 and must be used by December 15, 2014. Schott authorized purchasing new playground equipment for Bulow Park from NJPA provided it qualifies as a purchasing cooperative as authorized under SDCL 5-18A-37, seconded by Williams. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
P/T hires for Bridges Golf Course outside maintenance and parks: Kelly Knutson stated that the summer help will be leaving shortly for school and would like to hire additional help for the fall. Williams moved, seconded by Sveeggen to approve hiring Mark Bidne at $8.00/hr. for the park and Connor Buum at $8.00/hr. for the golf course. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
