August 20, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on August 20, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present:  Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent:  Tom Erickson
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dahlin, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes of the August 6, 2012 were approved on a motion by Doeden, second by Williams, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

2013 Municipal Subsidy Budget Requests:  Carly Turner, representing the Beresford Senior Nutrition Program, was present to request funds to be included in the 2013 Budget. Ms. Turner stated the organization is required to meet an annual cash match from Active Generations in Sioux Falls. The funds are used to help cover the actual cost of the meals, as well as rent and other expenses. Without this cash match funding it would be very difficult for this program to survive in our community.  The council thanked Ms. Turner for attending.
Toby Brown – SECOG, Ordinance Revision:  The Ordinance Review Committee met with Toby Brown on a monthly basis to review the ordinances chapter by chapter, the draft shows changes and existing ordinances. Now that the first draft is available, Mr. Brown is looking for direction of how the council wished to proceed – whether it is with sub-committees, or have Toby attend each meeting and cover a chapter or two until the entire draft has been reviewed; a couple of review meetings would help a lot. Councilman Lambert suggested all council members read through the draft prior to the next meeting with Mr. Brown.   
Old Business
Conversion of E911 Dispatch to Union County: Tarz Mullinix distributed an information sheet regarding emergency transfer of 911 calls to Union County. The transfer of emergency calls to the county is top priority and there are several options available if we would have to transfer calls prior to year-end.  Union County would be ready to accept our calls within a few weeks if necessary. There is plenty of signal strength and at this time Mr. Mullinix feels a Repeater will not have to be installed. Meetings will be held for sharing and updating information plus tracking the project. The installation of a “Make Busy Key” will be required, a motion was made by Lambert to work with Qwest/CenturyLink to install a make busy key for 911 calls and information to be diverted, Todd Hansen will be the contact person, second by Schott, all voted in favor of the motion.
Midwest Fiber request to obtain right of way and easements inside city limits:  Jim Fedderson, Jerry Zeimetz, and Tom Frieberg sat in on a conference call with Midwest Fiber to discuss their request to obtain easements and right of way within the city. The group shared their concerns with MW Fiber and discussed various options. Gerald Dahlin and Gary Lambert met with Todd Hansen to discuss the issue as well. 

There was no action taken. 

New Business:
Review Plat 1 of BEDCO North Addition:  Banner Associates made an error on the original plat, naming BEDCO rather than the City of Beresford as owner of the property. A motion was made to adopt Resolution 2012-16 by Lambert, second by Schott; as the exact resolution number was unavailable for this meeting Doeden voted nay, Lambert, Dahlin, Williams, Erickson, and Schott all voted in favor of the resolution.

Data Technologies Software Agreement:  Kathy Moller gave an overview of the Data Technologies software and distributed the software agreement for council review. Our current software no longer has any upgrades available, to go to their new type of software is definitely not cost effective and is geared for much larger cities and businesses. We have had demos from three different companies and at this time Ms. Moller is ready to make a recommendation to purchase Data Technologies software; half of the fee is due upon signing the contact and the second half will be billed to us in January, 2013. The total cost will be $26,500. Schott motioned to authorize the purchase of Data Technologies, second by Doeden, motion carried. The new software will be installed in stages, beginning in November. 
Investment opportunity – Infinera Network Upgrade:  The Telephone Department has another opportunity to invest in an Infinera Network Upgrade; this would be a very sound investment and will be FRRPA recoverable with 30% annual over 6.5 years. This would be the second investment of this nature. The approximate cost of the equipment is $68,000. If necessary the funds may be withdrawn from SD Public Funds Investment Trust. A motion was made by Lambert to authorize advertising for bids for the BMTC portion of the project, second by Doeden, motion carried. 
Discussion & Information items: 
VFW-Legion request to assist with paving:  The VFW-Legion parking lot is badly in need of repair and needs to be repaired. Bill Sebern said they could cut out the portion that needs to be repaired and pave it. There are no local paving contractors. The VFW-Legion donates a lot to the city, Lambert would like to help by billing them for materials only, Doeden questioned whether labor would be billed and the consensus of the council was not to charge for labor, materials only. A motion was made by Lambert for the City Street Dept. to pave the damaged area in the VFW parking lot, charging them for materials only, second by Doeden, motion carried.
Special meeting August 27, 2012 for 2013 budget review:  There will be a special meeting on August 27, 2012, all department heads will attend and go over the 2013 budget; the meeting will start at 6:00 p.m.

City Christmas Party:  Available dates for the Christmas party were discussed; the decision was made to have the party on January 19, 2013 at the Bridges Event Center. The menu will be determined at a later date.
