September 4, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on September 4, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: The amended minutes of the August 20, 2012 were approved on a motion by Dahlin, second by Lambert, motion carried. Minutes of the August 27, 2012 Special Meeting was approved on a motion by Erickson, second by Dahlin, motion carried. 
Council Member Doeden arrived at 7:32 pm.

Executive Session – Personnel:  At 7:32 p.m. a motion was made by Dahlin to enter into executive session to discuss a personnel issue, second by Erickson, motion carried. The council reconvened at 7:57 p.m., there was no action taken.

Dispatch Personnel: Schott made the motion to adopt Resolution 2012-17, seconded by Doeden. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Resolution 2012-17 (published separate of minutes)
Conversion of E911 Dispatch to Union County – Tarz Mullinix: E911 Conversion Consultant Tarz Mullinix dispersed a handout to the Council explaining the status of the conversion. Mullinix explained the progress of the transition and items that still need to be resolved. Council thanked Mullinix for everything he has done for the conversion.
2013 Budget Review – Consider 1st reading of Ordinance 01-2013, Fiscal Year 2013 Appropriations: The first reading of Ordinance 01-2013 was read. Council Members discussed the budget and each department. Dahlin asked to include $30,000 in the Fire Department budget to pay back a portion of the money taken out of reserves for the purchase of the ladder truck in 2011.  Doeden stressed to proceed with the budget as if the Dispatch was still active, and to put aside as much as possible for future large projects such as the street projects.  
New Business:
Part-time hire for Park: Park Superintendent Kelly Knutson requested approval to hire Mark Bidne part time at the Park, 10-12 hours a week for the next 30-45 days. Lambert made the motion to approve hiring Mark Bidne at $7.50/hr. Schott seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried
Part-time hire for Golf Course: Golf Superintendent Knutson requested approval to hire Connor Buum part-time to assist with the Golf Course in the fall. Erickson made the motion to approve hiring Connor Buum part-time at $7.75 hour. Doeden seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Letter from IBEW Local 426 to open union negotiations: Zeimetz informed the Council that the International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers Local 426 sent a letter requesting to open union negotiations.
