Beresford City Council

September 6, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Tuesday September 6, 2011 at 6:34 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Teresa Kaltenbach and Art Schott.  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Kaltenbach, motion carried.

Minutes: Dahlin made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on August 15, 2011 seconded by Lambert, motion carried. Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the Special Meeting held on August 29, 2011, seconded by Dahlin, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

Faith In Action – 2012 Subsidy: Representing Faith In Action, Lisa Ringling requested $5,600.00 for the 2012 subsidy. Mrs. Ringling mentioned that the program has helped 25-30 families so far this year with anything from food, medical bills, rent, gas vouchers, and utility assistance. The program also receives assistance from both Union and Lincoln County, along with private donations. Council thanked Mrs. Ringling for her time. 
Dept. Head Reports: 2012 Budget Review
Mike Conklin – Bridges Clubhouse – Event Center: Mike Conklin reviewed his department’s budget with the Council and explained where he cut back. He mentioned that they have no problems catering small events. Mr. Conklin’s goal for 2012 is to increase local residence golf memberships. He also mentioned that Tony Laurvick has done a great job stepping up with assisting Mike and helping with the Event Center.   
Dee Akland – Liquor Store: Dee Akland explained that she was still tweaking the numbers in her budget. She communicated on how she will make cuts in different categories of the Liquor Store budget. Mrs. Akland’s goal for 2012 is to increase the number of patrons. 
Larry Christensen – Police Dept: Larry Christensen expressed his wishes to budget a new squad car and new surveillance cameras in 2012; and 80/20 grant may be available. The 24/7 program was cut because he didn’t feel it was cost effective to keep the program. He explained that due to ammunition and fuel costs he had to increase the budget in those categories. Mr. Christensen’s goal for 2012 is to purchase and train the staff on rubber pellet guns.   
Council Member Tom Erickson arrived at 7:02 p.m.
Jane Norling – Library: Jane Norling stated that the Library budget hadn’t changed much from 2011. Mrs. Norling mentioned that libraries are moving into digital downloading of books so she has increased her book budget accordingly. All of the furnaces have been replaced, so she doesn’t foresee any major expenses. She also mentioned that Lincoln County will not be cutting the Libraries funding. 

Council Member Troy Doeden arrived at 7:17 p.m.

Jay Nordquist – Electric: Jay Nordquist stated that the budget for 2012 has not changed much from 2011. He stated that by 2013 the radios and portables have to be upgraded to narrow banding. He also mentioned the benefits of purchasing a meter tester. Mr. Nordquist’s goal is to transfer $40,000 a year to reserve for future equipment purchases.  He also mentioned that he received a quote from Greg’s signs to fix the Welcome to Beresford sign, repairs will be paid by BEDCO. The two new tornado sirens are installed but not working correctly; SF Two Way Radio will be coming to assist and they will be tested again. Mr. Nordquist inquired about the over time he accrued assisting the City of Flandreau in July. Mr. Nordquist explained the department heads from other cities that assisted with Flandreau SD storm damage who are also salaried have received compensation to equal the overtime rate. Lambert made the motion to compensate Jay Nordquist for the 17 hours of over- time spent in Flandreau, Doeden seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Flandreau was billed for the hours that Nordquist and his staff worked.     

Kelly Knutson – Parks: Kelly Knutson updated the Council on the possibility of replacing some of the playground equipment at Bulow Park.  
Pool: The swimming pool’s front doors will need to be replaced, and he noted they are doing their best to keep the pool running. Mr. Knutson looked at professionally sand blasting and painting the pool, but found that it was not feasible. 
Golf Course: The fuel category will be increased for the Golf Course, due to the rising costs. Mr. Knutson’s goal is to budget $10,000 a year, to save up for a future machinery / equipment purchases. The Golf Course purchased chemicals locally and found it cut costs.  
Bill Sebern – Street: Bill Sebern advised with the purchase of the new paver, he will be budgeting more for asphalt. If the paving works out, he would like to continue to do more of that rather than the chip sealing. He intends to concrete two more intersections next year. Mr. Sebern also stated that the 1985 dump truck will have to be replaced, there is no other solution. He also presented to the Council a cost saving idea to make snow removal more efficient. Erickson made a motion to authorize Bill Sebern to lease a L60F Volvo Front End Loader with a 4.2 yard bucket for 5 months at $1,300.00 a month. Schott seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Water: Mr. Sebern stated that 7 new radios are required to switch to narrow banding by 2013. Mr. Sebern is trying to find someone to clean the entire lime pit; there is money in the 2011 budget for this project. Zeimetz explained the allotment of Lewis & Clark water that is required to be purchased daily and the decision the Council will need to make in regards to the water treatment plant. It was suggested that the Public Works Committee along with Zeimetz and City Engineer get together to review the future of the water treatment plant. 
Sewer: Mr. Sebern mentioned that the pump at a sewer lift station is going bad. An estimated cost to fix is $6,000. He is unsure on how long it will last before breaking down. He would like to purchase a locater for both water and sewer lines. 

Solid Waste: With the future at the Worthing Transfer Station unknown, it’s possible that all solid waste will need to be transported to Vermillion’s Transfer Station. Vermillion is currently cheaper, but may change at any time. 

Mr. Sebern updated the Council on the ditch cleaning project on East Willow to the Catholic Church around to the Golf Course bridge. The land owner is willing to work with the City to get the area cleaned up and the water to flow. It will cost approximately $5,350.00. Council gave Bill Sebern approval to go forth with the clean-up project to clear out the drain ditch. 
At 8:30 p.m. Council recessed for a brief break. At 8:35 p.m. Council reconvened to regular session.

Old Business

Appoint Ordinance Review Committee: Mayor Fedderson suggested a committee to review ordinances. Lambert made the motion to appoint Kathy Moller, Jerry Zeimetz, Tom Frieberg, Gerald Dahlin and Jim Fedderson to the Ordinance Review Committee. Erickson seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
2nd Reading and adoption of Ordinance 04-2011 Revising the Definition of Public Nuisances: Dahlin made the motion to adopt ordinance #04-2011, Revising the Definition of Public Nuisances, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members vote aye, motion carried.

New Business
Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission: Geoff Fillingsness and Woody Houser requested permission from the Council to go forward with constructing more homes on South 8th Street, and attempt to sell some of the homes on North 8th Street. HRC would need some of the land from the City located east of the current Park Shed in order to build new units. The Commission is asking for the City’s blessing to obtain the land, proceed with seeking a loan package, and start construction this fall.  
Surplus Property: Doeden made the motion to declare the 1991 Chevrolet S-10 pickup and 2 satellite dishes as surplus at scrap value. Lambert seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Erickson, Schott and Doeden were appointed as the Board of Appraisers and set the value of the 1988 Luverne 1250 pumper with 55’ LTI ladder/waterway Fire Truck at $70,000.00.  Erickson made the motion to declare the 1988 Luverne 1250 pumper Fire Truck as surplus with an appraised value of $70,000.00. Schott seconded the motion. All present Council Members vote aye, motion carried.
Part-time Golf: Golf Superintendent Knutson requested to hire Connor Buum part-time to assist with the Golf Course in the fall. Lambert made the motion to approve hiring Connor Buum part-time at $7.50 hour. Kaltenbach seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Discussion & Information Items
Letter from Local 426, IBEW to open union negotiations: The City received a letter from Local 426 IBEW to open union negotiations for 2012. The committee of Doeden, Lambert, and Erickson were asked to get together to discuss.
Erickson notified the Council that he will not be present at the September 19, 2011 or October 3, 2011 Council Meetings. 
Special Meeting: Council will hold a special meeting on Monday September 12, 2011at 5pm to review the 2012 budget.
