September 17, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on September 17, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes:  Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on September 4, 2012 seconded by Doeden, motion carried.
Committee/Mayor Reports:
Mayor Fedderson passed along a Thank-you message to Council from Don Dahlin for the help with the VFW parking lot.

Mayor Fedderson also noted that there will be fireworks after the Homecoming football game on Friday September 22, 2012.   
Old Business
2nd Reading 2012 Appropriations Ordinance 01-2013: Council discussed the Library budget and Librarian, Jane Norling’s request for a full time employee. The Electric and Street Departments budgets were also reviewed. The Appropriations Ordinance 01-2013 was given its second reading and adopted on a motion by Doeden with one exception to reduce the Library budget by $11,655, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Review bids for Installation and Configuration of DTN DWDM system for telephone dept.: No bids were received. Lambert made the motion to authorize General Telephone Manager Todd Hansen to negotiate the best price for equipment at an estimated cost of $65,478.63, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

New Business:
Step Pay increase for Jeff Heidebrecht: Zeimetz stated that Street/Sewer/Water employee Jeff Heidebrecht is eligible for a step pay increase. Erickson made the motion to approve the step pay increase for Jeff Heidebrecht from $16.52 to $16.97/hour. Schott seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.    
Set off-sale malt beverage and off-sale wine license hearing date for Dollar General: Finance Officer Moller reported that Dollar General submitted the application and fee to the Finance Office. A motion to set the off-sale malt beverage and off-sale wine license hearing date for October 1, 2012 was made by Erickson, second by Dahlin, motion carried. Moller noted that the operating agreements need to be updated.
Review Plat of Lots 3A and 4A of Tract 3 of Bridges Second Addition – Resolution 2012-18: Zeimetz dispersed a map showing the proposed changes to lots 3, 4 & 5. Doeden made the motion to approve Resolution 2012-18, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
