The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday September 19, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Gary Lambert, and Art Schott.  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Tom Erickson and Teresa Kaltenbach. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dahlin, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on September 6, 2011 seconded by Schott, motion carried. Doeden made the motion to approve the minutes from the Special Meeting held on September 12, 2011, seconded by Schott, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

South Eastern Council of Governments (SECOG) – Ratemaker Study: Janice Gravning representing SECOG dispersed the Show-Me Ratemaker Water and Wastewater Utility Analysis Report for the City of Beresford. She explained different scenarios for water and wastewater rates. Janice will give Kathy the software for the City to try different scenarios too. 

Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission: Representing Beresford HRC were Woody Houser and Geoff Fillingsness. They updated the Council on the housing development on South 8th Street. A proposed map was dispersed to the Council Members. The setbacks and arrangements of the homes were discussed. Lambert made the motion to authorize deeding Lot 3 of the Bridges First Addition Tract No. 1 to the Beresford Housing Redevelopment Commission for the South 8th Street project but reserving an easement for the City of Beresford for all of its facilities located within the property. Schott seconded the motion. Dahlin made a motion to amend the motion and require the HRC to pay $5,000.00 for the property. Dahlin’s motion to amend failed due to a lack of a second. Doeden made a motion to amend the original motion to require the HRC to pay $2,500.00 for the property, Dahlin seconded. All present Council Members voted aye, and Doeden’s motion to amend passed. The Council then voted on the original motion as amended with all present Council Members voting aye, motion as amended carried. Schott made the motion to adopt Resolution #2011-11, seconded by Dahlin. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Lambert made a motion to adopt Resolution #2011-12, Schott seconded. All present Council members voted aye, motion carried. 
RESOLUTION NO. 2011-11
DEBT SERVICE AGREEMENT WITH HOUSING & REDEVELOPMENT COMMISSION


WHEREAS, the Beresford City Council was presented with a debt service agreement between the City of Beresford and the Housing and Redevelopment Commission whereby the City would guarantee 25% of the principal amount of the bonded indebtedness created by the Housing and Redevelopment Commission for the building of two duplex units: 


NOW, THEREFORE, Be It Resolved that the City of Beresford approved the format of the debt service agreement conditioned upon the following:

1. Final approval by the City Council as to the interest rate and other essential terms affecting the obligation of the City; and,

2. Approval by the City Attorney as to the final terms and conditions concerning the release of the City from the debt service guaranty and of the negotiated financial rate to be established for the bonds being issued by the HRC.

RESOLUTION GIVING APPROVAL FOR AN AMENDMENT TO THE HOUSING PLAN FOR THE CITY OF BERESFORD

5. Approval of Plan.  The City hereby approves the amendment to said plan and said approval conforms to the requirement of SDCL 11-7-53.2.

Dept. Head Reports: 
Jay Nordquist – Electric: Nordquist informed the Council of the Missouri River Gavin’s Point Dam tour on October 11th at 8 am. Missouri River Energy Services is conducting their annual area meeting on Friday October 21st at 9 am.   
Two of the tornado sirens were not working properly for the scheduled testing. One of the sirens had a bad radio, but have now been repaired. Nordquist suggested testing the sirens monthly at noon with the noon whistle.  
Bill Sebern – Full-time hire for Street/Water/Sewer Dept.: Sebern updated the Council on the full time Street/Water/Sewer position. He conducted 3 interviews. Sebern recommended hiring Jeff Heidebrecht because he has traits the department is looking for. Lambert made the motion to hire Jeff Heidebrecht for the full time Street/Water/Sewer position at $15.84/hr. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Todd Hansen – Telephone Dept. – SDN Investment Opportunity: Hansen presented the Council with an investment opportunity with SDN Communications. The opportunity required Beresford Telephone to purchase additional equipment for the REED expansion being completed by SDN for which the City would be reimbursed through FERPA settlements. Upon review of the equipment specifications, it was determined that Infinera was the only manufacturer and supplier of the equipment that would be compatible with the REED fiber ring and that the equipment was of such a unique nature that Infinera is clearly and justifiably the only practicable source to provide the equipment based upon the uniqueness of the equipment and the need for it to be compatible. Telephone Superintendent Todd Hansen reported that he had negotiated the most favorable price and Lambert moved to authorize the purchase of equipment from Infinera for $29,164.00. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Hansen noted that the funding for this investment will come from his 2011 budget.

2nd Reading 2012 Appropriations Ordinance 01-2012: The Appropriations Ordinance 01-2012 was given its second reading and adopted on a motion by Schott seconded by Doeden. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Authorize Advertising for Bids for 2012-2014 Solid Waste Hauling & Recycling Contract: A motion authorizing advertising for the 2012-2014 garbage hauling contract for the City was made by Lambert, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Resignation of member from BEDCO: Beresford Economic Development Corporation board member Dale Nothdurft submitted a letter of resignation. Doeden made the motion to accept the resignation, Dahlin seconded. All present Council Members vote aye, motion carried. Council thanked Nothdurft for his service to BEDCO.

Hazard Mitigation Grant for Storm Shelter/Bathhouse project:  Zeimetz informed the Council that the Hazard Mitigation grant for the storm shelter/bathhouse project passed the first cut. It will now be presented to FEMA to approve or disapprove of the state’s recommendations.
