Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, second by Dahlin, motion carried.

Minutes: Dahlin made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on September 17, 2012 seconded by Schott, motion carried.
Public Hearings

Public Forum and Visitors

Terry Pack – Legends of Gold: Pack started by thanking the Mayor and Council for the help with constructing the soccer fields at Legends of Gold. Pack updated the Council on the camps and clinics that they have held and will be holding. He showed the Council the interview that was televised on SDPB. The Mayor and Council thanked Terry for everything he is doing for the community.   
Tarz Mullinix – E-911 Conversion Consultant: Mullinix updated the Council on the status of the E-911 Conversion. Mullinix along with Telephone Manager Todd Hansen reviewed the dialers currently being routed to Dispatch. Mullinix asked the Council to insert a flier in the November utility bill, notifying the public of the changes at dispatch. Erickson noted that we need to excessively campaign this information to the public. Mullinix is currently waiting for a transfer switch to be delivered and installed. A conference call was held between Mullinix, the 911 Coordinator in Pierre and the Coalition Director from Rapid City. They were pleased with the thoroughness and asked the City to send a letter to Pierre notifying them of the future change. Council thanked Mullinix for the update.  
Toby Brown – SECOG – Ordinance revision review: Brown reviewed with the Council three of the revised ordinance chapters. Council asked Brown to send the ordinance changes out as soon as possible so that members can review before the meeting. Brown will meet with the Council again on November 5th and December 3, 2012. Council thanked Brown for assisting with the ordinance revision.    
Dept. Head Reports
Todd Hansen – Fire Suppression Unit for Telephone Office: Hansen dispersed a diagram of the Telephone Switch Office along with the specs for a fire suppression unit. Fire Chief Tarz Mullinix assisted Hansen with explaining to the Council how the unit works. Mullinix added that a possible Homeland Security Grant may be available since it is a telecommunications building. There will not be an insurance reduction, but the building would be put into a different class. Lambert made the motion to proceed with the Fire Suppression Unit for $23,450.00, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Telephone Manager, Todd Hansen showed the Council a picture of the existing boiler and A/C unit in the old telephone office. Hansen received a quote to add duct work and new heating and A/C units. Hansen was asked to attend the October 15th, 2012 Council Meeting to discuss further. No action taken.   
Committee/Mayor Reports:

Thank-you:  Mayor Fedderson read a Thank-you note from the family of Bill Muller for the memorial plant.

New Business
2012-13 Safety Management Program Contract: Council reviewed the 2012-13contract from Minnesota Municipal Utilities Association for the safety management program. Lambert made the motion to approve the $9,602.61 contract with Minnesota Municipal Utilities Association, seconded by Doeden. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
North West 13th Street Road Maintenance agreement: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to enter into an agreement with Pleasant Township to maintain the first half mile on NW 13th Street. The township will be hired at $75.00/hour for snow removal. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Consider Resolution setting fees for building permit violations and code violations: Frieberg spoke on Building Inspector/Code Enforcer Geoff Fillingsness’ behalf. Fillingsness is requesting Council to adopt a penalty for building permit violations and code violations. Council discussed and tabled a decision. Zeimetz, Freiberg and Fillingsness were asked to get together to discuss fees and present a plan to Council.   
Discussion & Information items 
Safety Benefits Loss Control Survey: Zeimetz reviewed with the Council the Safety Benefits Loss Control Survey. Different areas within the City were looked at to be fixed. A pre-employment physical was recommended. The City has 60 days to respond and have offered to assist with re-writing job descriptions.
