The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday October 3, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Doeden, second by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Dahlin made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on September 19, 2011 seconded by Doeden, motion carried. 
Dept. Head Reports: 
Electric Dept: Electric Superintendent, Jay Nordquist informed the Council of the overhead door that was replaced at the Electric Shop. Lambert made a motion to declare the 14′x14′ overhead garage door as surplus and set the value at $750.00, Doeden seconded. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Beresford Cablevision: Doeden updated the Council on the new channels added to the cable television line up. They are Hallmark, Hallmark Movies, ESPN HD, and Big Ten Network. The channels were added without increasing the customer’s rates. There has been a very good response to the new channels.

Doeden made the motion to accept the retirement, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Council thanked Lounsbery for his 14 years of service.

Nordquist stated the contract fee is based upon the number of employees. Lambert made the motion to sign the MMUA 2011-2012 Safety Management Program contract, seconded by Schott.
