Beresford City Council

October 15, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on October 15, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Doeden, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on October 1, 2012 seconded by Dahlin, motion carried.
Committee/Mayor Reports:

Thank-you:  Mayor Fedderson read a Thank-you letter from Jerry and Heidi Carda for the excellent service they received from the staff at the Bridges Event Center.
Mayor Fedderson spoke about the SDML conference regarding the Council agenda’s. It was stressed not to discuss anything that is not on the agenda, unless it’s an emergency. This is the most cautious way to conduct a meeting. If it is not on the agenda it will have to wait until the next meeting. Erickson expressed his concern in removing the Robert’s Rules of Order being taken out of the ordinance revision. He feels that a policy needs to be in place explaining how the meeting should be conducted.
Old Business

Consider Resolution setting fees for building permit violations and code violations: Zeimetz stated that the Planning & Zoning Commission met on Monday October 8, and made a recommendation to the Council to form a building permit and other code violation of $50.00/day. Council discussed different scenarios and the consensus of the Council was that this is a reasonable fee. Frieberg will put together a resolution to present at the next Council meeting.  

Furnace/AC Unit at Telephone Office: Lambert spoke on Telephone Manager, Todd Hansen’s behalf. Hansen was encouraged to get one more bid for the furnace/AC unit at the telephone office. Lambert made the motion to authorize Todd Hansen to select the low bid under $8,313.00 for the heating/AC unit for the telephone switch office. Doeden seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
New Business
Authorize Advertising for F/T Lineman for Electric Dept.: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to authorize advertising for a full time Lineman for the Electric Department. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Sioux Falls Regional Sanitary Landfill Agreement: Zeimetz stated that the City of Sioux Falls Regional Sanitary Landfill (SFRSL) is requesting to renew their agreement with the City of Beresford. Council reviewed the agreement and asked to define a statement in the agreement. Council tabled authorizing the Mayor to sign the agreement until more information could be attained.
Step Pay Increase: Zeimetz stated that at this time the step pay increase will be tabled.
Discussion & Information items 
Request to quote Cities Group Health Insurance: The City recently received a renewal from the current health insurance company Wellmark Blue Cross/Blue Shield with a 1.4% increase. In the past, if the increase was 10% or less, the City did not request quotes. Zeimetz received a request from Brad Antonson of Jensen Agency to bid the City’s health insurance. Council discussed and agreed that with the 1.4% favorable increase, union negotiations in progress, and the amount of time to compile the information required for a quote that it’s not feasible for the 2013 renewal. Quotes may be obtained for 2014 depending on the amount of the 2014 renewal.
