October 17, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday October 17, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert, and Art Schott.  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, and Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Doeden made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on October 3, 2011 seconded by Schott, motion carried. 
Public Hearings
Funding for State Revolving Loan Fund and Clean Water State Revolving Fund for City’s Water Main Replacement/Looping Lewis and Clark Rural Water Systems Project and Sanitary Sewer Pipe Replacement Improvements Project: Seth Hyberger from SECOG and Pat Carey from Banner & Associates opened the public hearing with discussion about the need for the project and the estimated cost of $1,795,720. Financing sources include $960,985 from the Drinking Water State Revolving Fund and the $834,735 from the Clean Water State Revolving Fund. The funds would be used to replace sewer and water pipes on portions of S. 2nd Street, South 5th Street and South 11th Street. They also discussed water and wastewater projects that are needed in upcoming years. The Council thanked both Seth and Pat on their assistance with this project. The public hearing was closed.   
Public Forum and Visitors
Novak Sanitary: Butch Hansen from Novak Sanitary presented to the Council his businesses garbage and recycling options. He would like the Council to consider single stream recycling the next time they go out for bids on solid waste hauling and recycling.    
Committee/Mayor Reports:

Public Safety – Gerald Dahlin: On Friday October 14, 2011 Council Members Dahlin, Schott and Erickson met with Police Chief Christensen. The committee took a tour and inspected the water treatment plant. They discussed plant operations and possible future operations and maintenance. Answering 911 calls and dealing with water plant controls and testing was discussed.  
Mayor Fedderson asked the Public Works Committee consisting of Kaltenbach, Dahlin and Erickson to meet before the November 7th Council Meeting to discuss the current rates. 

Old Business
Consider fine for illegal dumping at rubble site: Zeimetz noted that it would be wise to upgrade the ordinance first before considering a fine for illegal dumping at the rubble site. Council agreed and will look at instating a fine once the ordinance has been revised.  
New Business
Review bids for Surplus Fire Truck: There were no bids received at this time. Additional options will be pursued after reviewing with the Volunteer Fire Dept. 
Step Pay Increases – officer’s Schurch and Amdahl: Chief Christensen submitted a letter to the Council requesting a step pay increase for officer’s Schurch and Amdahl. Lambert made the motion to approve the step pay increase to $15.93/hr. for both officer Schurch and Amdahl. Erickson seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
