Public Forum and Visitors

Steve Griesert – Community Partners Research, Inc. – Beresford Housing Study: Mr. Griesert presented the Beresford Housing Study report, an analysis of the overall housing needs of the City of Beresford. He explained the demographic and projection data, existing housing data, rental housing inventory, employment and local economic trends analysis and completed the discussion with his findings and recommendations. Committee/Mayor Reports  
Councilman Tom Erickson – Lewis and Clark Regional Water System update: Erickson gave an update on the Lewis and Clark Regional Water System. Council discussed the Capital Call vote that will be taken during the Thursday October 24, 2013 Lewis and Clark RWS board meeting. The general consensus of the Council was to support Tom Erickson’s recommendation of voting for the Capital Call.  
Old Business
Wellmark Blue Cross and Blue Shield Health Insurance Update: Zeimetz reported that the Union Members have been notified of the 19.4% health insurance increase from Wellmark BC/BS. The Union stated that they would like to see other options, such as higher deductibles or other insurance provider’s rates. Zeimetz and Moller will continue to gather information and report back.

Set Public Hearing Date for SD Hwy 46 Drinking Water Improvements Project and SD Hwy 46 Sanitary Sewer Improvements Project: Zeimetz explained the steps to apply for funding with the state water plan.
