Dept. Head Reports

Electric Dept. – Jay Nordquist – DGR Contract: Nordquist updated the Council on an OSHA required arc flash study. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve hiring DGR for approximately $16,000 to prepare the Arc Flash Study. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Building Inspector - Geoff Fillingsness: Fillingsness updated Council on a few items.
