Beresford City Council

November 18, 2013
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on November 18, 2013 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Doeden, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the November 4, 2013 meeting were approved on a motion by Dahlin, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Public Hearing
Public hearing on proposed application to SD DENR for SD Hwy 46 water and sewer improvement project: Seth Heiberger from SECOG and Pat Carey from Banner Associates were present for the public hearing on the proposed application to SD DENR for the SD Hwy. 46 water and sewer improvement project. They explained the drinking water and wastewater utility cash flow. The interest rate for the drinking water loan is 3% for 2 years. The interest rate for the clean water loan is 3.25% for a 30 year term. Lambert questioned the time length of the project. Carey stated that the bids will go out late 2014, start the project early spring 2015 and finish late 2015. No one present disagreed with the project.

7:35 pm – Fischer Rounds, Nancy Fradet  – Group Health Coverage Options: Representing Fischer Rounds was Nancy Fradet. Fradet presented a packet for the Cities health insurance, and explained each option. If the City decides to go with Fischer Rounds, they are willing to meet with the employees and explain the policy. Mayor and Council thanked Fradet for her presentation.  
8:00 pm – Jensen Agency, Brad Antonson – Group Health Coverage Options: Representing Jensen Agency was Brad Antonson. Antonson dispersed a handout on preventative services covered under the affordable care act. He spoke about the different options the City can take, and the urgency to decide since the deadline would be December 15, 2013. Mayor and Council thanked Antonson for his presentation.

BMTC special circuits charge to Union County 911 Center: Doeden made the motion, seconded by Erickson to go back to charging $338.72 per month for the Union County 911 special circuits charge. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Lambert made the motion, seconded by Schott to amend the motion to add changing the past two months bills back to $338.72 instead of $485.46 and that this monthly set amount is subject to future rate increases. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Step pay increase for Andrew Eidem: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist stated that Electric Lineman Andrew Eidem is doing an excellent job and is up to receiving his step pay increase, per the Union Agreement. Lambert made the motion to approve the step pay increase for Andrew Eidem from $23.51/hr. to $24.15/hr. (95% of the Union Scale) Schott seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
