Beresford City Council

November 19, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on November 19, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, and Troy Doeden.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dahlin, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Williams made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on November 5, 2012 seconded by Dahlin, motion carried.
Dept. Head Reports

Mike Conklin – Bridges Golf Course – hire p/t employees and 2 yr. extension on golf cart lease:  Conklin stated that he is losing 2 part-time bartenders and would like to replace them now to train throughout the winter months for next summer. He would also like to add a part-time employee to assist with events at the Event Center. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve hiring Michael (Chet) Borah and Jennifer Antonson part-time to bartend at $7.25/hr. and Lori Laurvick part-time to assist with the event center at $7.25/hr. All present Council Members voted aye. 
The golf cart lease with Mr. Golf Car is up. Conklin is satisfied with the carts and service they provide. Lambert made the motion to renew the 2 year lease agreement with Mr. Golf Car of 15 carts for 6 months at $100/cart. Erickson seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Conklin reviewed the revenue numbers with the Council from January 1st to October 31st. The numbers are ahead of last years and look promising. The membership numbers have also increased. Council mentioned to Conklin that the public is extremely pleased with the golf course and event center. Conklin stated that Tony does a great job with the events at the Event Center.  
Jay Nordquist – Full Time hire for Beresford Municipal Electric Dept.: Nordquist stated that two applications were received for the position. He recommended hiring Andrew Eidem for the position. Erickson moved to hire Andrew Eidem at $22.21/hr. and that his probation period of employment is waived since he has been employed on a temporary full time basis for more than 2 years. Schott seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Lambert, seconded by Erickson moved that Andrew Eidem immediately be allocated the equivalent of one year of vacation (10 days) and sick leave (96 hours). Williams moved to amend Lambert’s motion to include a provision that Andrew Eidem receive credit for prior years of service for purposes of benefits going forward and that his start date for employment be deemed June 1, 2010, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye on the Williams amendment. Lambert’s motion as amended was approved by a unanimous vote. 
Committee/Mayor Reports:
Mayor Fedderson reminded everyone of the Community Thanksgiving Dinner on Thursday November 22, 2012 at the Bridges Event Center from 12-2pm. Everyone is welcome and volunteers along with donations would be greatly appreciated. 

The Chamber will be hosting a Christmas Tree Lighting ceremony on Saturday November 24, 2012 at 5 pm. Council was encouraged to attend. 

Old Business

Consider Ordinance amending section 1.05 of the Beresford Zoning Ordinance: Attorney Frieberg explained to the Council the reasoning for the amendment of section 1.05.The first reading was held of Ordinance #2012-01. Council was asked to review and if they had any questions to contact Frieberg. 
Consider Resolution establishing penalties for violations to the 2006 International Property Maintenance Code: Erickson made the motion to adopt Resolution #2012-19 with an addition to not exceed $50.00/day, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Sioux Falls Regional Sanitary Landfill (SFRSL) Agreement: Attorney Frieberg stated that the City of Sioux Falls has not responded to the request of defining a statement in the agreement. Freiberg will contact them again. No action taken.

Employee Step Pay Increase: Dahlin made the motion to approve Jason Amdahl’s step pay from $16.61/hr. to $17.04/hr. retroactive to October 20, 2012. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Authorize Mayor to sign Hazard Mitigation Grant for Beresford Safe Room: Lambert moved to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the Hazard Mitigation Grant, seconded by Dahlin. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Authorize Mayor to sign Administrative Agreement with SECOG for the Beresford Safe Room project: Williams made the motion, seconded by Erickson to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the Administrative Agreement with SECOG. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Discussion & Information items 
Rubble Site Winter Hours: Rubble Site Attendant Tom Cotton suggested closing the Rubble Site early on Saturday’s for the winter hours. The census of the Council was to leave the winter hours as is, 9am -12noon and 1pm – 4pm, but to monitor the traffic in the afternoon for further consideration.
