November 21, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday November 21, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, and Art Schott.  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, and Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator.
Absent: Troy Doeden and Gary Lambert. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, second by Dahlin, motion carried.

Minutes: Kaltenbach made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on November 7, 2011 seconded by Schott, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors
Carol & Ed Crozier: Carol & Ed Crozier enlightened the Council about the short film “Prairie Sonata”, based on the story of a group of women from Beresford in the 1930’s and filmed in Beresford the summer of 2010. The Croziers are looking to create a feature film to tell a deeper story of the characters and the 1930’s era. They are requesting a letter of support for the project from the City. Mayor and Council thanked the Croziers and stated that a letter of support will be written.    
Committee/Mayor Reports

Ordinance Review Committee: The Committee met on November 9, 2011 to start the review process. They will review each ordinance and bring any thoughts or ideas of improvement to the Council.  
Tom Erickson: Erickson reported on the recently attended Lewis & Clark meeting. Zeimetz explained a meter history report showing the ages of the water meters. Erickson suggested the possibility of hiring someone to check for leaks within the water system. The Street Dept. was asked to test a few older water meters and report back. 
New Business
Review Bids for Solid Waste Hauling and Recycling Contract: The solid waste hauling and recycling contract bids were opened on November 21, 2011. Two bids were received. Erickson made the motion to accept the Loren Fischer Disposal bid, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Dahlin made the motion to approve all of the liquor license renewals, Erickson seconded the motion; all present council members voted aye, motion carried.

Declare surplus property (transformers): Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist stated that there is interest in the City’s used transformers. Erickson made the motion to declare: 2 - 10 KVA, 3 - 15 KVA, 20 - 25 KVA, 6 - 37.5 KVA, 6 - 50 KVA, and 4 - 100 KVA transformers surplus at the salvage rate of $4.50 per KVA. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Appoint members to Beresford Economic Development Corporation: Dahlin made the motion to appoint Milt Ustad as a member to the Beresford Economic Development Corporation to fill the term of Dale Nothdurft who had resigned previously, term expiring October 2013, seconded by Kaltenbach. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Appoint Code Enforcement Officer: Erickson made the motion to appoint Geoff Fillingsness as the City Code Enforcement Officer, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Rubble Site Winter Hours: Effective Saturday December 3, 2011 the Rubble Site will switch to winter hours. Saturday’s only 9 a.m. to 12 noon and 1 p.m. to 4 p.m.  It was suggested to change the hours at the Rubble Site with the daylight savings time change each year. 
Consider Ordinance establishing minimum housing requirements for mobile and manufactured housing in Beresford:  Council members were given a copy of the City of Canton’s mobile and manufactured housing ordinance. The Planning & Zoning Commission has recommended the changes to the Council. Council was asked to review the ordinance and discuss at the December 5, 2011 Council Meeting.  
Consider Ordinance to ban hoop buildings and detached car ports in residential districts: Council discussed the possibility of banning hoop buildings and detached car ports in the residential districts. Council will review and discuss at the December 5, 2011 Council Meeting.  
Consider Ordinance to adopt 2006 International Property Maintenance Code: Building Inspector Geoff Fillingsness dispersed copies of the 2006 International Property Maintenance Codes. Mr. Fillingsness stated that area communities are adopting these codes and that it would be an asset to the City. Council was asked to review the codes and discuss at the December 5, 2011 Council Meeting.
