The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on December 1, 2014 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott, Teresa Sveeggen and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Williams, seconded by Dahlin, motion carried.

Minutes: Lambert made the motion to approve the November 17, 2014 Council Minutes seconded by Sveeggen. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Old Business

Resolution 2014-11 Electric Rate Increase: Dahlin made the motion to adopt Resolution 2014-11, seconded by Erickson. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

2nd Reading Ordinance 2014-03, Amends Zoning Ordinance, Manufactured Home Requirements: The second reading of Ordinance 2014-03 was read and adopted on a motion by Erickson, seconded by Lambert. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

ORDINANCE NO. 2014-03 Zoning Ordinance, Manufactured Home Requirements

2nd Reading Ordinance 2014-04, Amends City Ordinances, Parking prohibited in certain places: The second reading of Ordinance 2014-04 was read, a motion to adopt was made by Erickson, seconded by Lambert. Council discussed at length section J, the definition of a recreational vehicle. Members noted that problem areas are not being contacted by City officials. There is only one surrounding community currently using this updated ordinance. Frieberg mentioned that the width of the street should also be considered. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to table the 2nd reading of Ordinance 2014-04 to allow time to evaluate section J of the ordinance. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Members Erickson, Dahlin and Schott will meet to discuss.
New Business:
Liquor License renewals: Finance Officer Moller stated she has received all alcoholic beverage license forms and fees and everything is in order. Lambert made the motion to approve the liquor license renewals for the VFW/Legion Lounge, Bertz Sports Bar & Grill, Fiesta Foods, and Dollar General. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
SD Hwy 46 bids for consideration: Lambert moved to award T & R Contracting of Sioux Falls, SD the bid of $1,106,281.38 for Highway 46 water distribution and sanitary sewer collection system improvements, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Sioux Falls Area Humane Society contract renewal: Erickson made the motion to renew the Sioux Falls Humane Society contract for 2015, Dahlin seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Rubble Site Fees: Zeimetz discussed the rubble site fees. The various tire fees were discussed, along with our cost to dispose of them. Council was asked to review the fees and discuss again at the next Council Meeting. 
Appoint Member to Beresford Economic Development Corporation: Mayor Fedderson stated that Joe Bak’s term as a member of the Beresford Economic Development Corporation has expired but he has agreed to another term. Fedderson would like to reappoint Bak. Lambert made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to re-appoint Joe Bak to a 4-year term as a member of the Beresford Economic Development Corporation. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
At 8:02 p.m. Council recessed to meet as the Beresford Economic Development Corporation Board. 
At 8:05 p.m. Council reconvened in regular session.
Appoint Director to Beresford Housing Redevelopment Corporation: Mayor Fedderson stated that Geoff Fillingsness’ term has expired but he has agreed to another term. Fedderson would like to reappoint Fillingsness.  Lambert made the motion, seconded by Erickson to reappoint Geoff Fillingsness to the HRC. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Discussion & Information Items
Review 2013 Annual Report – Councilmember Sveeggen: Sveeggen asked to discuss the annual report. She is concerned with the “segregation of duties” comment included on the audit. Moller stated this is a standard comment on the majority of audits for cities in South Dakota; to eliminate this comment a number of employees would have to be hired. Discussion also on having a copy of the bank statements sent to one of the council members to review, Sveeggen volunteered to have it sent to her. Moller will call the City auditor’s, Quam & Berglin to request their presence at the next Council meeting to discuss the audit and the comment in question.
FEMA Storm Shelter/Bathhouse update: Zeimetz updated Council on the FEMA Storm Shelter/Bathhouse. It is on track to go out for bids January 2015, with a construction start date of April 2015. The pool committee is eager to start fund raising.
