The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on December 3, 2012 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Williams, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Lambert made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on November 19, 2012 seconded by Dahlin, motion carried.
Public Forum and Visitors:

Annual Meeting – Beresford Economic Development Corporation Members: At 7:32 pm the Council recessed for the Beresford Economic Development Corporation annual meeting.

At 7:34 p.m. the Council reconvened to regular session.

Darwin Reider, D.A. Davidson Co. – Bond Refunding: Representing D.A. Davidson & Co. was Darwin Reider. He dispersed a Refunding Analysis for the 2006 Certificates of Participation for Council review. Council thanked Darwin for his presentation. 
Tom Grimmond, Dougherty and Co. – Bond Refunding: Representing Dougherty and Co. was Tom Grimmond and Woody Woodsend. They presented a Refunding Analysis for the 2006 Certificates of Participation for Council review. Council thanked both Tom and Woody for their presentation. Jerry and/or Kathy will prepare a comparison document on the two presentations for the City Council to review at the December 17, 2012 meeting.   
Cable TV Annual Meeting: At 8:17 pm Mayor Fedderson recessed Council for the Cablevision annual meeting. At 8:35 pm Council reconvened back in session.
Dept. Head Reports
Todd Hansen: Telephone General Manager Hansen updated the Council on his department. 
· The equipment upgrade was completed on November 29, 2012 for the Infinera SDN investment. Hansen expects to receive approximately 30% annually for the next 6 ½ years in Fiber Ring Pooling Revenues. 

· A new furnace and A/C is currently being installed by Carlson’s Heating & Cooling in the Telephone Switch Office.

· The fire suppression system has been installed; Todd assured the Council, in the event there would be a fire, the chemicals used for fire suppression system would not damage the electronics. Hansen will contact Jensen Insurance Agency regarding a rate reduction now that the system is in place and operating.
· Due to low revenue, the pay phones located at the Crossroads Motel and Windmill Campground has been removed.
Committee/Mayor Reports:

Thank-you: Mayor Fedderson read a Thank you from the Community Thanksgiving Committee. Fedderson encouraged the Council to volunteer with this event next year.
Old Business

2nd Reading Ordinance #2012-01 amending section 1.05 of the Beresford Zoning Ordinance: The second reading of Ordinance #2012-01 was read and adopted on a motion by Williams, seconded by Lambert. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Sioux Falls Regional Sanitary Landfill (SFRSL) Agreement: Attorney Frieberg stated that he spoke with the City of Sioux Falls attorney Paul Bengford and was informed that SFRSL will not enforce or require volume based rates during the remaining two years of the City’s current solid waste contract. However, when the agreement renews in 2015, the City will have to comply with the terms of the contract regarding volume based pick-up. Lambert made the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the 2 year agreement with SFRSL, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
New Business
Appoint member to Beresford Economic Development Corporation: Mayor Fedderson made the recommendation to the Council to appoint Gary Schaap and Joe Bak. Lambert made the motion, seconded by Doeden to reappoint Gary Schaap as a member of the Beresford Economic Development Corporation to another 4 year term, expiring October 2016. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to appoint Joe Bak as a member of the Beresford Economic Development Corporation to fulfill the term of Phil Peterson, term expiring October 2014. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Liquor License Renewal: Erickson made the motion to approve the liquor license renewals for Fiesta Foods, Dollar General, Municipal liquor Store, Bertz Sports Bar & Grill, VFW/Legion Lounge and the Bridges at Beresford. Moller stated she has received all forms and fees and everything is in order. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
