December 5, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday December 5, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Teresa Kaltenbach, Gary Lambert and Art Schott.  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Kaltenbach, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on November 21, 2011 seconded by Schott, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors
Mike McGill – Beresford Community Foundation: Representing the Beresford Community Foundation, Mike McGill updated the Council on the Round Up program. Mr. McGill is requesting the City to assist in fundraising efforts by using the utility billing program to round up the total utility bill to the nearest dollar, this would be completely voluntary; the funds would be sent to the foundation on an annual basis. Moller stated that she would contact the billing software company to see if this is feasible. 
Annual Meeting – Beresford Economic Development Corporation Members: At 7:37 pm the Council recessed for the Beresford Economic Development Corporation annual meeting.

At 7:40 p.m. the Council reconvened to regular session.

Jerry Spethman, Jr. & Darwin Reider – D.A. Davidson & Co.: Representing D.A. Davison & Co. was Jerry Spethman Jr. and Darwin Reider. They dispersed a document to the Council of a proposal to provide bond underwriting services to the City. Council thanked both Jerry and Darwin for their time. After discussing, Council requested the City’s existing bond company, Dougherty & Company to attend the December 19, 2011 Council Meeting. 
Dept. Head Report:
Electric Dept: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist spoke to the Council about the need to replace the City’s skid loader. It is shared between the electric, street and telephone departments. After explaining the specs of the desired skid loader, Mr. Nordquist was asked to compile more information and report back at the December 19, 2011 Council Meeting.

Consider Ordinance establishing minimum housing requirements for mobile and manufactured housing in Beresford: The Ordinance review committee is in the process of reviewing all of the ordinances. Building Inspector Fillingsness was asked to join the meeting to discuss the mobile and manufactured housing ordinance. A decision was tabled until the ordinance review committee makes a recommendation.  
Consider Ordinance to ban hoop buildings and detached car ports in residential districts: The Planning & Zoning Commission discussed and recommended the Council ban hoop buildings and detached car ports in residential districts. The consensus of the Council agreed with the Planning & Zoning Commission. Attorney Frieberg will create the ordinance and bring to the December 19, 2011 Council Meeting.   
Consider Ordinance to adopt 2006 International Property Maintenance Code: Attorney Frieberg reviewed the 2006 International Property Maintenance Codes with the Council. Ordinance #05-2011, An Ordinance Adopting the International Property Maintenance Code was given its first reading and placed on file.

2012 Group Health Insurance Renewal: Lambert made the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the 2012 Group Health Insurance renewal, Erickson seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
