The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on December 15, 2014 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott, Teresa Sveeggen and Dan Williams.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dahlin, seconded by Sveeggen, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the December 1, 2014 Council Minutes seconded by Williams. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Publix Forum and Visitors

Quam & Berglin – Segregation of Duties: Dwight Berglin from Quam & Berglin reviewed the 2014 audit report with Council. He explained that the City would need to hire an additional 4 employees to the City Hall staff to prevent the lack of segregation of duties comment from appearing on the audit. Berglin encouraged Council to be proactive. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to nominate Sveeggen to review the 5 bank statements monthly. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Dept. Head Reports

Mike Conklin – Bridges Golf Fees & Great Life Renewal: Representing the Bridges was Anthony Laurvick. He distributed a handout comparing area golf course fees and a proposed rate increase. Laurvick explained the Great Life program that the Bridges has and will continue to participate in. Attorney Frieberg will review the Great Life program contract.
Kathy Moller – Finance Officer: Moller discussed a few items with Council.

· She was questioned recently if the BEDCO or HRC members are covered under the City’s work compensation policy, which they are not. Moller contacted the City’s insurance provider and found that it would be an additional $10 per person per year to insure them and that volunteer boards are rarely covered. Any claims would affect the cities modifier and overall costs. The agreement of the Council was not to provide insurance.
· The first payroll in 2015 will be ACH.

· Council was asked to respond when they receive their month end reports to ensure they got it.

· B&T BBQ will be catering the Christmas party January 9, 2015 at the Bridges.
· Reported on the Certificate of Participation reserve account balances.
