Beresford City Council

December 17, 2012
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on December 17, 2012 at 7:00 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Dahlin, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Lambert made the motion, seconded by Doeden to approve the minutes from the meeting held on December 3, 2012 with the amendment to add that Mayor Fedderson made the recommendation to appoint Gary Schaap and Joe Bak to the Beresford Economic Development Corporation, motion carried.
Review 2013 Enterprise Fund Budgets: Council discussed the 2013 Enterprise Fund Budgets. Street Superintendent Bill Sebern requested to add $7,700.00 to his department budget to power wash the bowl portion of the water tower. Telephone Manager Todd Hansen requested an increase of $7,000.00 for head end equipment for the Cablevision. Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist discussed with the Council the need to replace the 12 year old boring machine. Nordquist also requested $35,000.00 for new construction of street lights along 298th St. Finance Officer Moller will insert these three increases in the budget for Council to review. 
Public Forum and Visitors:

D.A. Davidson Co. – Bond Refunding: Representing D.A. Davidson & Co. was Darwin Reider and Jerry Spethman. Mayor Fedderson asked if they had anything to add to the proposal, which they did not. Erickson requested in the future to present the proposal in layman’s terms as he found it difficult to understand. Lambert questioned the danger of removing Municipal Bonds tax exempt status. Reider and Spethman responded stating with the fiscal cliff being uncertain, tax free bonds are attractive to investors and would be grandfathered in, if there is a change.    
Dougherty and Co. – Bond Refunding: Representing Dougherty and Co. was Tom Grimmond. Mayor Fedderson asked if he had anything to add to the proposal, which he did not. Grimmond added to Lamberts question of Municipal Bonds tax exempt status being taken away. Grimmond stated that every year they talk about the tax exempt status being taken away. The individual(s) buying the bonds would be at risk for the tax not the City. 
Zeimetz explained the difference between the two proposals. Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Schott to accept the offer from Dougherty and Co. for the bond refinancing of the 2006 Certificate of Participation. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Mayor and Council thanked both companies for their proposals. Lambert made the motion to adopt Resolution 2012-20. Erickson seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   
RESOLUTION 2012-20 (Published separate of minutes)
Tarz Mullinix – update on E911: Mullinix dispersed a handout explaining the current status of the dispatch transfer to Union County. Due to staffing conflicts at the Beresford Dispatch, the switch to Union County has been used, and is working properly. The permanent transfer will take place on January 3, 2013. Mullinix discussed items that Council will need to think about for future decisions. Council thanked Mullinix.    
Toby Brown – South Eastern Council of Governments – Ordinance Review: Brown reviewed Ordinance chapters 7 & 8 with the Council. Once all of the chapters are reviewed, the ordinances will eventually be online. Brown dispersed chapter 9-11 for Mayor and Council to review at the January 22, 2013 City Council meeting. Council thanked Brown.  
Mayor Fedderson asked that the Public Safety and Energy Committee consisting of Council Members Dahlin, Schott and Erickson give a review at the January 22, 2013 Council Meeting. 
Old Business

Liquor, Wine and/or Malt Beverage Operating Agreements: Attorney Frieberg stated that he has updated the liquor, wine and/or malt beverage operating agreements for each of the establishments that require one. Lambert made the motion to authorize Mayor Fedderson to enter into an operating agreement with the VFW Legion Lounge, Dollar General, Casey’s, Total Stop, Fiesta Foods, Jet Truck Plaza and Bertz Sports Bar & Grill. Williams seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
New Business
Housing Needs Study Program: Zeimetz stated that SD Housing Development Authority has created the Housing Needs Study Program to address work force housing. The program is a cost-sharing incentive program to help cities like Beresford conduct a Housing Needs Study to aide community decision makers and the public in developing a meaningful sense of the housing market in their community as well as understanding key housing issues. The total cost of the program is $7,500 with the SDHDA funding ½ of that amount. Working with the South Eastern Council of Governments, they will pay $1,875 of the remaining cost with the City responsible for the remaining $1,875. Erickson made the motion to approve the housing study program with the cost of $1,875 to the City, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Discussion & Information items 
Safe Route to Schools Grant: Zeimetz is going forward with the Safe Route to Schools grant that is due late April 2013. The Beresford School District is leading the preparation of the 100% grant. It will take 6 to 7 meetings to prepare the application. If approved, the grant will most likely be used in 2014.   
Energy Efficient Block Grant: Zeimetz informed the Council that the City received $18,600 from the Energy Efficient Block Grant. This grant will help pay for future street lights. No action taken.  
Year-end Meeting to Pay Bills: Council will be holding a special meeting on Thursday December 27th, 2012 5pm at the City Library Community Room. 
Winter Hours at Rubble Site: Zeimetz asked Rubble Site attendant Tom Cotton to keep track of the Saturday afternoon traffic at the Rubble Site. Council discussed and agreed to change the winter Rubble Site hours to Saturday’s only from 9am – 1pm effective January 5, 2013.
