December 19, 2011

The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on Monday December 19, 2011 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert and Art Schott.  

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Teresa Kaltenbach. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Doeden made the motion to approve the minutes from the meeting held on December 5, 2011 seconded by Schott, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors
Tom Grimmond – Dougherty and Co. – Bond Refunding: Representing Dougherty and Company was Tom Grimmond and Woody Woodsend. They explained their past history with the City and the recent financing that they have done. A proposal to provide underwriting services to the City was handed out and reviewed with the Council. Council thanked both Tom and Woody for their time. Council was asked to review the proposal and discuss at the January 3, 2012 Council Meeting.  
Dept. Head Report
Bill Sebern – Streets/Water/Sewer: Sebern informed the Council that he was unsuccessful is finding a decent truck for the budgeted dollar amount. Council was given a handout explaining a bid on a truck that he found. Sebern explained the specs of the truck. Lambert made the motion to advertise for bids, Schott seconded the motion. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   
Jay Nordquist - Electric Dept.: Nordquist reported back on the questions the Council had about the skid loader that Nordquist found. He advised the Council of the uses it will provide for the Street, Electric and Telephone departments. Erickson made the motion to purchase a Mustang skid steer loader with a Coneqtec Cold Planer in the amount of $47,700.00 from Bierschbach Equipment off the 2011 State of South Dakota bid, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Bid specs are on file at City Hall. 
Nordquist informed the Council of the AMI water meter meeting Wednesday December 21, 2011 at 9:30am. 
Kathy Moller – Finance Office: Moller updated the Council on the current utility billing, payroll and accounts receivable/payable programs and their need to be upgraded. Moller reviewed with the Council an upgrade proposal from Tyler Technologies. Council asked Moller to compile more information from businesses that have the same version of software from Tyler Technologies.    
Committee/Mayor Reports
Public Works Committee: The Public Works Committee was unable to get together. However, Council discussed the current commitment with Lewis & Clark Regional Water System. Zeimetz gave the Council a spreadsheet explaining the water pumped vs. water billed. Erickson noted that Harrisburg underestimated their water needs. He was asked to get with the Lewis & Clark officials and see if Beresford would have the option to sell Harrisburg some of our reserved capacity.
