Beresford City Council

August 19, 2013
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on August 19, 2013 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: Tom Erickson. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, second by Williams, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the August 5, 2013 meeting were approved on a motion by Dahlin, second by Schott, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors:  
Municipal Subsidy Request:  Brent Palmer, representing P.R.C.E. (Beresford Community Education) submitted their subsidy request for the 2014 budget. Palmer advised the council their organization operates solely on donations and they are considered a non-profit organization. They would like very much to continue their partnership with the city and appreciate the annual subsidy. An event schedule was distributed for review. Palmer was thanked for attending.
Old Business:
Water and sewer rate reconnection charges if water meter is removed – Resolution 2013-09 review:
A resolution amending a portion of the water resolution regarding voluntary discontinuance of service; there would be no minimum fees if the water meter is removed. To reconnect the service a water tap fee would be billed to the customer requesting the service and be paid in full prior to reconnection.
Resolution 2013-09 was adopted on a motion by Lambert, second by Schott, motion carried.

P/T Hire for City Hall:  Finance Officer Moller requested hiring Renee Goltz at $11.00 per hour to fill the part-time position at City Hall. Lambert motioned to approve hiring Renee Goltz at $11.00 per hour, the motion failed for lack of a second. At 7:43 p.m. a motion was made by Doeden to enter executive session, second by Schott, motion carried. 

The Council reconvened at 7:57 p.m., a motion was made by Lambert approving the part-time hire of Renee Goltz at $11.00 per hour, second by Doeden, all voted in favor of the motion. 
New Business:
P/T hire at Recycling Center:  An additional part-time person is needed to fill-in at the recycling center, Wayne Akland was approved for hire at $10.00 per hour on a motion by Schott, second by Lambert, motion carried. 
Discussion & Information Items: 
Update on 2nd, 5th, and 11th Street project:  The manholes have been set now; the contractor had problems with compacting the ground and four water valves have been replaced. The water main portion of the project is first, then the sewer lines. 
Jay Nordquist reported that the horizontal boring project will begin in the first part of September; they’ll start by the Methodist Church and be boring to the East.
** Nordquist reported that an overhead power line was pulled down by the contactor. 

** There have been several short power outages due to animals getting too close to the power lines. 

** Nordquist advised the trailer generator has been updated and repaired by Pivot Power so they will take the           other one in now for updating. 
** The lime pit cleaning project will begin soon, half to be paid from the 2013 budget and remaining balance from the 2014 budget.

** The PUC is updating their maps. 

** Discussion on electric meters West of I-29.

** The underground electric project on North 3rd St. should be completed this week.
