The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on September 3, 2013 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, and Art Schott.

Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, second by Doeden, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the August 19, 2013 meeting were approved on a motion by Lambert, second by Schott, motion carried. Minutes from the Special Meeting held August 26, 2013 were approved on a motion by Doeden, seconded by Schott, motion carried.
Old Business:
Lewis and Clark Rural Water System Update – Councilman Tom Erickson: Tabled to the September 16, 2013 Council Meeting. 
2014 Budget Review – Consider 1st reading of Ordinance 01-2014 Fiscal Year 2014 Appropriations: The first reading of Ordinance 01-2014 was read. Zeimetz distributed a summarized 2014 budget hand-out and explained adjustments to the budget that were discussed at the Special Meeting held August 26, 2013. Council discussed the need for another special meeting. Doeden moved to start the September 16, 2013 Council Meeting at 6:30 p.m. to allow for budget discussion. Lambert seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
New Business:
Accept Employee Resignation: Beresford Municipal Liquor Store full time employee Renee Goltz, submitted her letter of resignation effective August 31, 2013. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Doeden, to accept the resignation. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Request to close Hemlock between 5th & 6th Street for United Church of Christ block party: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve the request to close Hemlock Street between 5th & 6th Street on Sunday September 15, 2013 for the United Church of Christ block party. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Safety Management Program Contract: Council reviewed the 2013-14 contract from Minnesota Municipal Utilities Association for the safety management program. There were no changes from the previous contract. Doeden made the motion, seconded by Schott to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the 2013-14 contract with Minnesota Municipal Utilities Association. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Pay request #1 from First Rate Excavate for water and sewer replacement project: Schott made the motion, seconded by Doeden to approve the pay request #1 from First Rate Excavate of $145,434.25. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Tax Abatement request, Lot 11 & 12, Block 14, Original Beresford City: Attorney Frieberg explained a tax abatement request for the City of Beresford Recycling Center site at 102 W Oak St. Lambert made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve the tax abatement request for Lot 11 & 12 Original Beresford City. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Letter from IBEW Local 426 to open union negotiations: Zeimetz informed the Council that the International Brotherhood of Electrical Workers Local 426 sent a letter requesting to open union negotiations. 

Peddlers License Permit: Zeimetz expressed the need for peddler’s permits. Permits would not be required for religious, educational, or charitable groups. Currently peddlers are required to stop in at City Hall to provide a  proof of insurance certificate and copies of their SD Tax ID card and driver’s license. Erickson made the motion to authorize the City Administrator or the Finance Officer to issue peddlers permits. Schott seconded the motion, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
