Beresford City Council

September 16, 2013
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on September 16, 2013 at 6:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Troy Doeden, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator, and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, second by Schott, motion carried.

Minutes: Minutes from the September 3, 2013 meeting were approved on a motion by Doeden, second by Schott, motion carried.
Old Business

2014 Budget Review – Consider 2nd reading of Ordinance 01-2014 Fiscal Year 2014 Appropriations: The Appropriations Ordinance 01-2014 was given its second reading and adopted on a motion by Erickson, seconded by Schott. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
(Ordinance 01-2014 Fiscal Year 2014 Appropriations published separate of minutes)
City Engineer Pat Carey – Second Street Project update & request for additional funding for added work: Carey provided an update on the project thru Sept. 11.  The water main is installed from Main St. to Birch and First Rate is currently tapping the services to the new main on the east side of 2nd street.  One and a half block of sewer main are in with the services connected.  Storm sewer has been installed from Main to Oak.  They are waiting for Mid-American Energy to lower one of the gas lines so they can finish installing the storm drains.  Once this is done the gravel crew will come in to start shaping up the road and applying the gravel.  The road will be asphalted in 2014.
During construction it was discovered that the storm sewer pipe on Second St. from Elm to Birch was a failing 21-inch clay tile pipe instead of the 24-inch concrete it was believed to be.  Based on the condition of that clay pipe the City Council agreed to replace it with new concrete pipe at an estimated cost of $56,825.90.  Since all of the work and materials needed to replace this segment of storm sewer are covered by existing bid items, the quantities will be adjusted to reflect the increased costs once the storm sewer pipe is installed.  
Horizontal Boring has started to install a portion of the new water main to the south of the Methodist Church.  They will bore the water line underneath the bike path to a point just east of the creek.  From that point, the remainder of the water main extension will be done just to the north of the bike path using a track hoe.  They should be done in a couple of weeks.  

The Council thanked Pat for the project update.

Committee/Mayor Reports  
Councilman Tom Erickson – Lewis and Clark Regional Water System update:  Erickson provided an update on the project and the capital call vote that the Lewis and Clark Regional Water System Board will be having on Oct. 24.  With very little federal money coming in and the need to hookup the remaining members the board is looking at all options. The capital call would require the members to come up with $18.4 million to extend the line from the SD border to Luverne, MN.  Beresford’s share of this amount would be $665,000.  Tom will discuss further at the Oct. 7 City Council meeting.

P/T employee for Liquor Store: Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Doeden to approve hiring Don Jervik part time at the Liquor Store at $7.25/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
P/T employees for Parks Dept.: Lambert made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve hiring Greg Peterson in the Parks Dept. for mowing and maintenance at $9.00/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve hiring Brad Johnson in the Parks Dept. as a certified sprayer at $10.50/hr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.  
Employee Step Pay Increase: Street/Water/Sewer Superintendent Bill Sebern recommended approving the step increase for S/W/S Department employee Jeff Heidebrecht. Schott made the motion to approve the step pay increase, per the Union agreement for Jeff Heidebrecht to $18.40/hr. Doeden seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
