Old Business:  
2012 Budget Review - 1st Reading 2012 Appropriation Ordinance

The General Fund expense budget was discussed at length; a number of items will be removed or reduced prior to the 2nd reading and adoption of the 2012 Appropriation Ordinance.

The General Fund revenue budget was also discussed at length; a number of changes will be made prior to the 2nd reading and adoption of the 2012 Appropriation Ordinance.   

Discussion Items:

Consider vehicle purchase to be used for travel purposes and current mileage rate paid for personal vehicle usage – Dahlin.

Currently the City of Beresford pays the federal rate for mileage reimbursement, this amount is subject to change and is part of the union contract. Discussion was on possibly purchasing a used vehicle to be shared by all employees for business trips, and possibly reducing the mileage reimbursement rate for the department heads to the state rate. Currently the federal mileage rate paid for mileage reimbursement to all employees is .555 per mile, the state rate is .37 per mile. There was no action taken. 

Payment of Bills:

Erickson approved the bills listed below on a motion, seconded by Lambert, motion carried. *Dahlin questioned the purpose of the used pickup purchase; this pickup will be used to drive back and forth to the Rubble Site, the attendant has been driving his personal vehicle since February with no fuel or mileage reimbursement and it will be used for clean up at the site.
