The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on January 19, 2016 at 7:30 p.m.

Forward Downtown Beresford – Chris Wevik & Amy Farley: Chris Wevik, president of Forward Downtown Beresford spoke on behalf of the organization about flower boxes along the awnings of the downtown businesses. She has spoken and received approval from all but two of the businesses. The organization is requesting that the City make sure the flowers are watered daily. Council suggested that the business owner water their own flowers. Council will converse with Park Superintendent Kelly Knutson and report back.
