Beresford City Council

January 20, 2015
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on January 20, 2015 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott, Teresa Sveeggen and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None.
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Lambert, seconded by Erickson, motion carried.

Minutes: Erickson made the motion to approve the January 5, 2015 Council Minutes seconded by Sveeggen. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors

Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. 1-day malt beverage license for Jan. 24, 2015: Moller stated that the special event application and fee have been submitted and no objections have been made. Dahlin made the motion to approve the temporary one-day malt beverage license for the Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. located at 301 N 10th St. for January 24, 2015. Seconded by Schott, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Committee/Mayor Reports

Mayor Fedderson asked that the Public Safety Committee, consisting of Council Members Sveeggen and Dahlin, meet with Police Chief Larry Christensen and report back at the next Council Meeting. Erickson disagreed with the request and asked that Council wait until the DCI has issued a press release. Mayor Fedderson withdrew his request.
Old Business

Segregation of duties: Council discussed the segregation of duties. Erickson stated that he hasn’t received complaints on the audit report comment; he feels this topic is much ado about nothing and can easily be explained if there are questions from the public; the largest cities in South Dakota are the only cities without this comment. Lambert stated that we need to do what we can with our resources and Zeimetz can review the statements too. Sveeggen liked the idea of City Hall employee Renee Goltz reconciling the bank statements, as Moller has suggested. Williams and Dahlin met with Moller recently and reviewed the bank statements. Moller will compile a list of Goltz’s duties and report back at the next Council Meeting. 
Downtown Sidewalks – Building Inspector Geoff Fillingsness: Fillingsness along with City Engineer Pat Carey presented three options for the downtown sidewalks. Option 1: Let each business owner replace their own sidewalk to be completed by June 1, 2015. Option 2: The City would hire a contractor to complete the project and bill each owner accordingly. Option 3: Replace the 3rd St. sidewalk, curb, gutter, street, water & sewer lines from Oak Street to Cedar Street. Attorney Frieberg explained a capital improvement assessment statute that would fund these types of projects. Council would need to adopt a resolution before next years’ tax assessment. Carey noted that back in 2011 the City put together a list of streets in need of repair; 3rd Street is next on the list for replacement.  The agreement of the Council was to go with option 1. 
Approve 3-year lease on City Farm Ground: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve a 3-year lease on the City Farm Ground at $200/acre with Curtis Jensen. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
New Business

Amended Hazard Mitigation Grant for FEMA Safe room/Bathhouse: Dahlin authorized Mayor Fedderson to sign the amended Hazard Mitigation Grant for the FEMA Safe room/Bathhouse. Sveeggen seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Authorization to advertise for bids on FEMA Safe room/Bathhouse project: Erickson made the motion to authorize advertising for bids on the FEMA Safe room/Bathhouse project. Lambert seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Statement of support for a local option for an additional penny of municipal sale tax for specific infrastructure projects: Williams made the motion to adopt the following statement of support. “The City of Beresford supports a local option additional penny of municipal sales tax, with the approval of our voters, for specific infrastructure projects.” Erickson seconded the motion. Council Members Dahlin, Erickson, Sveeggen and Williams voted aye, Lambert and Schott voted nay, motion passed.
