The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the Council Chambers Room at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Nathan Anderson presiding, Troy Boone, Steve Cain, Tom Erickson, Gerald Dahlin, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen.

Adopt Agenda: Motion by Erickson, seconded by Cain to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Dahlin made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve the January 7, 2019 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   
Public Hearings

One-Day Malt Beverage License for Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. – January 26, 2019: Zeimetz stated that the special event application and fee have been submitted and no objections have been made. Schott made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to approve the temporary one-day malt beverage license for the Beresford Volunteer Fire Dept. located at 301 N 10th St. for January 26, 2019. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Visitors to be heard
Woody Houser – Campground Property Development: Woody Houser dispersed a handout showing the property formerly known as the Windmill Campground. Houser is looking at developing this property into single family housing lots and would like to purchase the 4 acres adjacent to this land that is owned by the city for multi-housing units. The development would not be low income housing but rather market rate/moderate income housing. He requested Council transfer the land to the Beresford Economic Development to continue the transaction. Mayor and Council discussed at length the type of housing he was looking at developing, the layout of the project, and what type of road he would be constructing. Mayor and Council thanked Houser for his presentation and will add this topic to the February 4, 2019 Council Meeting agenda.    

Tarz Mullinix – Fire Chief – 2018 Annual Report: Fire Chief Tarz Mullinix reviewed the 2018 Annual Report. The Beresford Volunteer Fire Department responded to 93 emergency calls, donated 2,450 man-hours of time responding and training with an estimate labor cost of $139,500.00. There are 40 members on the roster with some new recruits receiving training and will soon achieve state certification. The department is actively in search of new members to fill openings when needed. Chief Mullinix discussed the condition of the equipment and future needs of the department. The costs of maintaining supplies, equipment, and overall operations are costly but with continued support of the community, needs are being met. Mayor Anderson and Council thanked the Volunteer Fire Department for their service and commitment to the organization.

Larry Christensen – Police Chief - 2018 Annual Report: City Administrator Zeimetz commented in Chief Police Christensen’s absence that the 2018 Police Department report was included in the council packet. Mayor Anderson asked that Christensen attend the February 4th Council Meeting to review and discuss the report with Council.

RESOLUTION 2019-01

Statement of Municipal Electric Utilities Benefits

BE IT RESOLVED by the City Council for the City of Beresford, Lincoln and Union Counties, South Dakota,

WHEREAS, the municipal electric utilities of South Dakota represent the values of the communities they serve, providing that the decisions on the operation of the municipal utility are made locally, by Members of the Community, at Open and Public meetings;

WHEREAS, the municipal electric utilities of South Dakota are uniquely positioned to respond to the Community’s needs, to build on the Community’s strengths, and to reflect and advance the Community’s values, being governed by the persons living in that Community;

WHEREAS, the municipal electric utilities of South Dakota provide for local control of rates;

WHEREAS, the municipal electric utilities of South Dakota reinvest revenues locally, any revenue generated from a municipal electric utility is reinvested in the city utility, city infrastructure, city library or recreational facility, or used for important city functions; 

WHEREAS, the municipal electric utilities of South Dakota are committed to the future of the community by bringing growth and economic development to the community and by bringing innovation to the city; 

WHEREAS, the municipal electric utilities of South Dakota wish to bring all of these services and innovation to all of the citizens of the community, including new citizens brought in by annexation: 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the city of Beresford, that the service territory of municipal electric utilities must be able to grow with their city and to serve the customers who choose to reside in the city.

· Cost to bury Southeastern Electric power lines for new substation/transmission project: Electric Superintendent Jay Nordquist updated Council on the Beresford/East River/WAPA transmission relocate and substation installation. The project consists of a 2 mile conversion from single phase #4 ACSR overhead to single phase1/0 URD. Beresford is to pay for construction of 3,808 feet of this project at an estimate cost of $21,127.92. There will be 3 separate extensions with an estimate cost to Beresford of $45,542.66. The total estimated cost for the City of Beresford will be $66,670.58, while the estimate for total project cost for Southeastern is $171,637.47. If the project costs finish under the total estimate, Beresford will be credited proportionately. If the actual project costs exceed the estimate, Beresford’s bill will not be charged extra for the overage. Beresford will not be charged for the cost of retirement for either of these projects. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to authorize Mayor Anderson to sign a letter of agreement with Southeastern Electric in the amount of $66,750.58 to bury the lines.  All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. The project is scheduled to start summer of 2019. 
Elaine Johnson – setting up safety committee: Safety Benefits, Workers’ Compensation Fund conducted a loss control survey in October 2018. They recently submitted four improvement recommendations. Three of the four recommendations are complete. Finance Officer Johnson met with Minnesota Municipal Utilities Association Safety Coordinator Bruce Westergaard to work on re-establishing a safety committee that will meet prior to the monthly safety meetings. Each city department will have a representative on the safety committee. Once the committee is established and by-laws are completed, Johnson will bring it to council for approval. 
Old Business

P/T employee wages: The Policy & Procedure Committee consisting of Tom Erickson, Gerald Dahlin, and Steve Cain along with Mayor Anderson put together a wage scale for part-time employees. All part-time employees will not get a wage increase for 2019 unless they were below minimum wage. The part-time wages will be reviewed annually and will get an increase January 1, 2020 if the minimum wage increases. Sveeggen made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to adopt the part-time employee wage scale to be effective January 1, 2019. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
New Business
Beresford Community Cupboard 2019 Subsidy draw down request: Beresford Community Cupboard submitted their request for their subsidy draw down along with their 2019 financial report. Cain made the motion, seconded by Schott to approve the 2019 budgeted subsidy request from the Beresford Community Cupboard in the amount of $3,000.00. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Beresford Women Entrepreneurs 2019 Subsidy drawn down request: Beresford Women Entrepreneurs submitted their request for their subsidy draw down along with their 2019 financial report. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve the 2019 budgeted subsidy request from the Beresford Women Entrepreneurs in the amount of $2,500.00. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Correction to minutes from Dec. 27, 2018: Schott made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to correct the December 27, 2018 council minutes to read that $10,000 was transferred at year-end from the Liquor Store instead of $19,000.00. All present Council Members vote aye, motion carried.
Declare Trilog Voice Mail System purchased in 1999 surplus with no value: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Cain to declare the Trilog Voice Mail System surplus with no value. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Discussion & Information Items

Larsen Cemetery preservation project: Joanne Paulsen spoke to the council about the Larsen Cemetery located north of Burger King. Pictures of the current condition of the cemetery were included in the council packet for review. The Mayor and Council gave her ideas for fundraising for repairs of the headstones and a new fence. Council approved inserting a flier in the February utility billing. The council thanked Joanne for the information.
Recycling Center recognition: Council Member Schott commented that a Beresford resident approached him regarding the positive experience he had with electronic recycling at the Recycling Center and thanked the City for this service to the community.
