The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Council Chambers at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Nathan Anderson presiding, Troy Boone, Steve Cain, Tom Erickson, Art Schott and Teresa Sveeggen.
Also present: Elaine Johnson, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.

Absent: Gerald Dahlin.
Adopt Agenda: Motion by Sveeggen, seconded by Boone to adopt the amended agenda. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 

Minutes: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Boone to approve the January 22, 2019 Council Minutes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.   
Community/Mayor Reports
Mayor Nathan Anderson - BMTC Internet service: Mayor Anderson commented that Beresford residents have conversed with him regarding the current Internet service and rates. He researched to compare our services to other communities around the state. Anderson discussed his findings and asked to maintain a goal of exceptional customer service, competitive pricing and quantity of broadband. 
Golf Course Update – Council Member Teresa Sveeggen: Sveeggen reported that Bridges Golf Course Manager Mike Conklin will be on vacation from February 21st - March 6th. Anthony Laurvick will oversee the Bridges while Conklin is off. Ben & Talisha Fahlberg of B&T’s BBQ will be hosting the Thursday night suppers February 21st and 28th. Conklin informed the committee that Anthony Laurvick will be done May 2019. Conklin is working on getting quotes to replace carpet and change the entryway to tile. City Administrator Zeimetz noted that 11 applications for the Bridges Manager position were submitted. 
Dept. Head Reports

Larry Christensen – Police Chief – 2018 Annual Report: Police Chief Larry Christensen reviewed the 2018 Annual Police Report with Mayor and Council. Council discussed and thanked Christensen for the report.  

Elaine Johnson – December 2018 Financial Report: Council Member Sveeggen reviewed the December 2018 statement of net position, statement of revenue, expenditures & changes in fund balances and budget to actual - income statement comparison. Mayor Anderson requested to see a financial report monthly.
Todd Hansen – Telephone Department – Fiber to the Home project: BMTC General Manager Todd Hansen updated Mayor  & Council on the fiber to the home project. The project has been in the plans for the past 4-5 years. In the spring of 2016 fiber cabinets were installed to increase speed to the farthest out customers. The department feels that the current copper lines are at their maximum capacity and that it is time to replace them with fiber which is estimated to last 40 plus years with only electronic upgrades along the way. Fiber has a large amount of capacity, it will be able to meet the rapid demand for bandwidth for the future next generation services. BMTC has been preparing and installing inner duct over the past several years to prepare for this project. Mayor & Council thanked Hansen for the presentation.
· Farr Consulting Agreement Contract for Approval: General Manager Hansen noted that Attorney Frieberg has reviewed the Farr Consulting agreement contract. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to approve signing the Farr Technologies consulting agreement for the fiber to the home project. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
New Business

BMTC Internet rates review: BMTC General Manager Todd Hansen gave a presentation on Broadband Internet rates. Hansen explained the history of the broadband cost per megabyte, where we are currently for pricing and where we would be by reducing the rates. Their goal is for all customers to receive all available broadband speeds, but with the distance from the central office to the edge of town this could cause a strain. Hansen made the recommendation to adjust the broadband package rates to retain as many customers as possible. The revenue will be reviewed at the end of the 2nd and 3rd quarter for the possibility of adjusting their 2019 budget and not transferring as much to the general fund at the end of the year. A resolution to change the Internet rates and packages will be created and presented at the February 19th Council Meeting. 
Transfer Industrial Tract 7A from City to BEDCO for development purposes: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Schott to transfer Industrial Tract 7A from the City to BEDCO for development purposes. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Accept employee resignation letter from Patti Bickett - City Hall: Erickson made the motion, seconded by Cain to accept the resignation letter from City Hall employee Patti Bickett, Patti’s last day will be February 15th.  All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. Mayor and Council thanked Bickett for her 11 years of service.
Appointment to Beresford Housing & Redevelopment Commission (HRC): Mayor Anderson made the recommendation to appoint Shawn Giedd to the Beresford HRC. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to appoint Shawn Giedd to the Beresford Housing & Redevelopment Commission term expiring November 2023. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
