Visitors to be heard
Tarz Mullinix – Beresford Fire Dept. – review 2017 incident report: Fire Chief Tarz Mullinix reviewed the 2017 Incident Report with Council. The Beresford Fire and Rescue responded to 90 emergency calls in 2017. The Fire Dept. donated 2,390 man hours of time responding to calls and training. There are 40 members on the roster with everyone state certified. Chief Mullinix discussed the aged equipment and the need for replacement.  Mayor Fedderson and Council thanked the Volunteer Fire Department for their service and commitment to the organization.

Jay Nordquist – Recycling Center Forklift: Jay Nordquist and Jeff Heidebrecht reported on the status of the Recycling Center forklift. Replacing it was discussed. Council advised to look into replacing the forklift and to stay around the $10,000 amount.

Parks & Recreation – Teresa Sveeggen: Sveeggen reported that Beresford PRCE director Brent Palmer has submitted a letter of resignation. Palmer’s last day will be February 21, 2018. The PRCE board will be meeting to discuss filling his position. Mayor & Council thanked Palmer for his years of service to the community.

2018 Street Sweeping Contract with SD DOT for SD Hwy 46:  Schott made the motion, seconded by Sveeggen to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the 2018 Street Sweeping Contract with the SDDOT to sweep Hwy 46. The contract changed from 38 hrs. to 50 hrs. at $100/hr. All present council members voted aye, motion carried.
Beresford Area Pool – memo from Burbach Aquatics: Zeimetz reviewed the Burbach Aquatics memo with Council. The concrete at the swimming pool between the diving boards and slide is settling. Mechanical Inc. and Swift have both surveyed the concrete. Burbach will be investigating and making his recommendation. It will be corrected at no cost to the City.  
2 year golf cart lease renewal: Schott made the motion, seconded by Boone to authorize Mayor Fedderson to sign the 2-year golf cart lease renewal with Mr. Golf Cart at $9000/yr. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
