Old Business
Fiber to the Home Project: A representation from FARR Technology was present to advise the Council on the benefits, estimated costs, options, and potential timeline for this project.  Replacing current copper lines with fiber optic cable will improve speed, provide stability, and increase bandwidth.  With the growing number of devices requiring internet, this will also satisfy increasing demand for fast, reliable internet service for both residential and business consumers.
Resolution 2019-02: A motion was made by Erickson to accept Resolution 2019-02 outlining new BMTC internet speeds and pricing to be effective April 1, 2019.  Schott seconded the motion; all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.

Substation Transmission Project Update: Electric Department Superintendent Jay Nordquist reported that they were unable to obtain some easements near the WAPA substation for the East Substation Project, so we will need to install underground ducts in some areas.  He also provided information in regard to the contract with Utilismart Corporation. The current contract for electronically reading the electric meters will renew in April, 2020. MRES has brought Utilismart on for their smart grid technology service. Once we renew our contract it will lower the meter reading costs and provide a web portal for customers to access.
