March 16, 2015
The Beresford City Council met in regular session in the City Library Community Room on March 16, 2015 at 7:30 p.m.

Members present: Mayor Jim Fedderson presiding, Gerald Dahlin, Tom Erickson, Gary Lambert, Art Schott, Teresa Sveeggen and Dan Williams.   

Also present: Kathy Moller, Finance Officer, Jerry Zeimetz, City Administrator and Tom Frieberg, City Attorney.
Absent: None. 
Adopt Agenda: A motion to adopt the agenda was made by Erickson, seconded by Lambert, motion carried.

Minutes: Lambert made the motion to approve the March 2, 2015 Council Minutes seconded by Sveeggen. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Public Forum and Visitors
Local Board of Equalization Meets: At 7:32 p.m. Council recessed to meet as the 2015 Board of Equalization. Union County had two appeals and Lincoln County had one. At 7:54 p.m. Council reconvened in regular session.
Beresford HRC – Ash Creek Development Update: BEDCO President Phil Peterson and HRC President Woody Houser updated the Council on the Ash Creek development. The contractor that is constructing the Ash Creek road is willing to use the same bid price to expand and go north into Phase III. In Phase III they currently have a pending purchase agreement on the center lot and a strong interest in another one of the 3 lots. These lots will be sold for $69,900 firm, per lot. In order to sell the three Phase III lots the road will have to be lengthened and finished; to do this BEDCO will require additional funds in the amount of $200,000 for construction of the street and additional culverts. Schott made the motion, seconded by Erickson to loan BEDCO $200,000 for the addition of Phase III to be paid back by lot sales with the same obligations as the Phase II loan. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried. 
Committee/Mayor Reports

Paint SD: Mayor Fedderson informed Council that along with COYF, they will be looking for a home to paint in June for the Paint South Dakota project.
Garden Request: Beresford resident Dave Nelson approached Mayor Fedderson regarding a request to clean up trees, mow and plant a garden with flowers lining the street on the corner of 200 E Cedar St. and Hwy. 46. Attorney Frieberg advised that he is unsure that the City owns that lot. Lambert along with Council gave Mr. Nelson an informal yes answer.
Old Business
Set Dates for Rubble Site Free Dumping to City Residents: The consensus of the Council was to set the entire month of April as free Rubble Site dumping with the exception of tires and white goods for City residents only. 
New Business

Review bids for loader/backhoe: Zeimetz stated that only one bid was received for the loader/backhoe. Erickson made the motion, seconded by Dahlin to approve the bid for the John Deere 310SK loader/backhoe from Murphy’s Tractor & Supply for $87,818.00. All present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
Review Plat of Lots 10A, 14 and 15 in Block One of Beresford First Addition: Zeimetz reviewed the plat of Lots 10A, 14 and 15 Block One of Beresford First Addition, Lincoln County. The Planning & Zoning board has reviewed and approved the plat. Lambert moved to adopt Resolution 2015-01 but hold for recording until the sale is final on the lots. Schott seconded, all present Council Members voted aye, motion carried.
